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THE TORCH RELAY FOR THE LONDON 2012 OLYMPIC GAMES

The Torch Relay to carry the Olympic flame from ignition at Ancient Olympia to the Opening
Ceremony of the London 2012 Olympic Games took place in two distinct phases.

From ignition at the Temple of Hera, Ancient Olympia 10th May, 2012 to the handover of the
Olympic flame from Greece to Great Britain at the Panathenaic Stadium in Athens 17th May,
2012.

From arrival in the United Kingdom 18th May, 2012 to the Opening Ceremony at the Olympic
Stadium 27th July, 2012.

In Greece the route of the relay traveled approximately 3000 kilometres to the eastern limits of
Greece and Europe, to the Island of Crete in the South, and to the north-west and north of the

mainland, before reaching Athens.

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Ancient Olympia - the Stadium.
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The first torch of the 2012 relay was carried by Spyros Gianniotis in the stadium at Ancient
Olympia. Spyros was born in Liverpool, of Greek parents. He has represented Greece as a
distance swimmer at Olympic Games, World and regional championships, and was honoured on
a miniature sheet issued in 2011.

Spyros placed fourth in the 10km marathon swim at the London 2012 Olympic Games.
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ELTA, the Greek postal authority, were quite late in announcing their plans for the torch relay, but
eventually provided details of their philatelic programme.

Special handstamps would be available at Olympia and the locations of the overnight stops
during the relay, with one exception. Commemorative covers would be available for sale at these
locations, and a complete set of seven covers could be ordered from the Philatelic Service.

A limited edition of 1500 sets of covers would be produced.
