PHILATELIC MARKET REPORT 

- Fred Farr -

This month's column has been written with the assistance of Martin Levin, the noted^ 
New York stamp dealer. As a professional philatelist, Mr. Levin cannot merely guess which 
stamps are undervalued—he must know this Information if he is to be successful at his 
chosen profession. According to Mr. Levin, all the stamps listed below are under-valued 
in "Scott's Catalogue" and are an excellent purchase if you can find them. Many of these 
stamps, Incidentally, have been tipped in this column before; but I believe that it will 
be advantageous if we took a look at their price struoture again. 

Panama C193. This stamp is not a very handsome piece of work, although it does de­
pict the President Remon Hippodrome (race track). Issued in 1957 as part of a nine-value 
set, this stamp has a modest face value of only ten cents, yet it is Kenerally unavailable 
except as part of the complete set. The complete set is available for $3.00 and wholesal­
ers offer to buy this set for $2.00. Generally speaking, the major philatelic catalogues 
value this stamp at two to three times face value, although "Landmans" gives it a valua­
tion of 64^. According to Mr. Levin, this stamp is easily worth 50jt< to 70^. Why not see 
if you can pick up a copy for your collection now, instead of waiting until this stamp has 
disappeared from the stamp market? 

Bolivia 330 and 0124. Tipped in this column once before, this set was Issued in hon­
or of the First International Automobile Races of South America. This set is not avail­
able from wholesalers; this is always an ominous sign. No data regarding quantities issu­
ed of this set is available; that fact denies us vital information. However, this set is 
definitely elusive, especially the airmail value which "Sanabria" values at $3.50 (this is 
several times "Scott's" valuation). The current market price for this set is #2.50 to 
$2.75. I hope you realize that virtually all Latin American stamps are undervalued In the 
catalogues and their market prices often bear no relation whatsoever with catalogue val­
uations. 

Ireland 90. I was much surprised to see this stamp on Mr. Levin's list of undervalu­
ed sports stamps. Frankly, this stamp is freely available from most dealers, irrespec­
tive of whether they sell sports stamps, British Empire, or general issues. But Mr. Levin,^ 
must know what he is talking about, so why not buy a copy for ten cents if it is missing• 
from your collection? Incidentally, Ira Seebacher has listed ten varieties of this stamp 
in his "Handbook of Sports Stamps", so you could try to acquire all ten varieties at this 
absurdly cheap price. You know the stamp, of course; it shows the fifre old Irish sport of 
hurling.

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New Jersey t rou t f i sh ing stamps. In t e re s t ed spor t s c o l l e c t o r s may now obtain the 
seventh Issue of the s t a t e t r ou t f i sh ing stamps for t h e i r c o l l e c t i o n s . There are two de­
nominations, a $1.00 black-on-yellow stamp for r e s iden t fishermen and a $5«00 brown-on 
white stamp of o u t - o f - s t a t e fishermen. Both are offered to c o l l e c t o r s a t reduced p r i c e s . 

The stamps come i n sheets of ten , each stamp fu l ly per fora ted . The se t of two stamps 
i s offered a t 50$, blocks of four of each a t $2.00, and f u l l sheets of each a t $5.00. Re­
mit tances must be made by U. S. check or money order , payable to the New Jersey Division 
of Fish and Game. The address i s Trout Stamps, Division of Fish and Game, Box 1809, Tren­
ton, N. J . 08625- Quick ac t ion i s demanded for the unsold remainders wi l l be destroyed on 
June 1 s t .

Missing APS black b lo t information. Through the courtesy of H. M. Cr i t ch f l e ld (SPI 
295) and John La Porta~TSPI 797 the information on APS black b lo t s on spor t s stamps, pass ­
ed over l a s t f a l l , i s now ava i lab le for our r eade r s . Only one gap, tha t of the January 
issue of "The American P h i l a t e l i s t " , remains to be f i l l e d and I hope to have tha t a v a i l ­
able in the next i s sue of "JSP". 

The August i ssue of "The American P h i l a t e l i s t " b lack-b lo t ted the imperforate vers ion 
of the Hungarian commemorative for the F i r s t European S k i t t l e s Championship and the I n t e r ­
na t iona l Sport Show (stamps) i n Rimini, I t a l y . The reason c i t ed was i n t e n t i o n a l Inc lus ion 
of o d d i t i e s . Also ind ic ted was Jordan ' s eight-stamp se t and 200 f l l s souvenir sheet r e ­
leased for the recent Olympic Games; here the reasons were l imi ted p r i n t i n g , excessively 
extended e d i t i o n , and In t en t i ona l inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s . 

The September Issue stepped up the pace, c i t i n g Dubai 's se t of f ive Boy Scout stamps 
overpr inted for the 1964 Winter Olympic Games (no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the Issuing coun­
t r y ) , Hungary's Imperforate commemorative for the lawn tenn is exh ib i t ion ( l imited p r i n t ­
ing and In t en t i ona l Inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s ) , Libya 's imperforate souvenir sheet for the Boy 
Scouts ( l imi ted p r i n t i ng and i n t en t i ona l inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s ) , and Sharjah 's souvenir 
sheet for the so-ca l led "Girl Scouts" se t ( l imi ted p r in t i ng and i n t en t i ona l inc lus ion of 
o d d i t i e s ) . 

In October the pace slowed down, with only one accusation—Togo's five-stamp per fo r ­
a te s e t and souvenir sheet to commemorate the 18th Olympic Games. The reasons here were 
an excessively extended i s s u e , unwarranted inc lus ion of high va lues , and i n t e n t i o n a l i n ­
c lus ion of o d d i t i e s . 

In November a new high was reached, including Dahomey's three diamond-shaped stamps 
with the Olympic Motif in the designs (no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the i ssuing country) , 
H a i t i ' s overprinted se t for the Winter Olympic Games (no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the i s s u ­
ing count ry) , Honduras' s e t of five overprinted stamps for the 18th Olympic Games (no d i ­
r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the i s su ing count ry) , Maldive I s l a n d s ' eight-stamp se t and large sou­
veni r sheet for the Olympic Games (excessively extended i s s u e , no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to 
the i s su ing country, and i n t e n t i o n a l inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s ) , Maur i tania ' s four-stamp se t 
for the 18th Olympic Games (no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the i s su ing country) , Romania's s e t s 
of e ight perfora te and e ight imperforate stamps and a souvenir sheet for the Olympic 
Games (excessively extended Issue and i n t e n t i o n a l inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s ) , and Togo's four-
stamp se t and souvenir sheet for the 18th Olympic Games (no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the i s ­
suing country and i n t e n t i o n a l l y Included o d d i t i e s ) . 

December was another big month with the following ge t t ing h i t : Gabon's high-value se t 
and souvenir sheet for the Tokyo Olympic Games (excessively extended i s s u e , no d i r e c t r e ­
l a t i o n s h i p to the Issu ing country, and i n t e n t i o n a l inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s ) , Guinea's s ix 
overpr in t s ( three in red and three In orange) for the Olympic Games (excessively extended 
i s s u e , no d i r e c t r e l a t i o n s h i p to the i s su ing country, and i n t e n t i o n a l inc lus ion of oddi ­
t i e s ) , Middle Congo's high-value se t and souvenir sheet to commemorate the Olympic Games 
(excessively extended issue and odd i t i e s i n t e n t i o n a l l y inc luded) , Panama's stamps and o th ­
er o d d i t i e s associa ted with the «Tokyo Olympic Game issue ( l imited p r i n t i n g , excessively 
extended I s sue , and i n t e n t i o n a l inc lus ion of o d d i t i e s ) , and Yemen's Boy Scout a i rpos t 
s e t (excessively extended issue and inc lus ion of unwarranted high v a l u e s ) . 

The December issue a lso contained an e d i t o r i a l r ipping Dubai's en t i r e Olympic "pack­
age" of ten perfora te stamps, ten imperforate stamps, and an imperforate souvenir shee t . 
All items were b l a c k - l i s t e d .

More cur ren t black b l o t s . In the December issue the APS program h i t the Trucial 
State of AJman for i t s Kennedy and Olympic Games commemoratives. The Kennedy se t cons i s t s 
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of eight stamps and a souvenir sheet; three of these stamps depict sports. The set is 
faulted for restricted sale, excessive length, unwarranted high values, and intentional 
inclusion of oddities. The Olympic set hit the Jack-pot, running counter to all five cri­
teria—restricted sale, excessive length, unwarranted high values, no direct relationship 
to the issuing country, and intentional inclusion of oddities. I

Special warning. The Commission Against the Issuance of Undesirable Stamps of the 
Federation International de Philatelic (FIP) warns against the following debatable items: 

(1) Blocks of Chilean stamps overprinted "Para Que Chile competa en Tokio" or "Homen-
ache a los sportistas Chileans". These were neither authorized nor issued by the Post Of* 
flee Department of Chile. 

(2) Privately perforated "Europa" stamps of Germany. The perforations read "Tokyo 
1964" and were applied after official sale of the stamps. 

While APS only seeks to Inform collectors of the facts behind the issue, FIP goes a 
step farther and boycotts exhibition of condemned stamp in any FlP-affiliated competi­
tion.
