Finland B31-3 . At long l a s t the stamps of Finland have s t a r t e d t h e i r long-overdue 
climb upwards, Just a s happened to the Western European stamps a few years a g o . I f winter 
s p o r t s are your d i s h of t e a , then t h i s s e t , d e p i c t i n g s k i e r s competing a t the I n t e r n a t i o n ­
a l Ski Ohampionshlps held a t Lahti i n 1938, i s f o r you. Although 200,000 s e t s were i s ­
sued, we must remember tha t t h i s s e t i s 27 years o ld and v i r t u a l l y a l l wholesale s tocks 
have long s ince been d i s p e r s e d . Most r e t a i l d e a l e r s ask $3.00 for t h i s s e t , but who le sa l ­
er s have Just increased t h e i r pr ice to $ 3 . 7 5 , up from $2.50 i n Marchl When a s e t i n ­
c r e a s e s f i f t y per cent i n wholesale pr ice i n Just three months, you know that the s e t i s 
r e a l l y hot l Frankly, I don ' t know where the pr ice r i s e w i l l f i n a l l y end, but I do know 
that the s e t i s r e a l l y a bargain a t $3*00; so a word to the wise i s s u f f i c i e n t . 

P h i l i p p i n e s 6 1 0 - 1 2 . This s e t i s dynamic, d e p i c t i n g a t h l e t e s In a o t l o n , as b e f i t s a 
s e t I s sued to p u b l i c i z e the Second Asian Games held i n Manila i n 1954 . This s e t i s a l s o 
dynamic i n p r i c e , r i s i n g from 850 back i n August of 1963, when I f i r s t t ipped t h i s s e t . 
Today i t w i l l c o s t you $ 1 . 5 0 , which i s cheaper than the $1.80 pr ice charged i n London. 
I n t e r e s t i n g l y enough, $ 1 . 5 0 i s a l s o the current wholesale pr ice f o r t h i s s e t , so I hope 
you know a bargain when you see one. 

Germany--West B e r l i n 91 
s t a m p s ( 9 H 4 2 - 6 0 ) wHTc 

JN102. I s sued i n 1953 as part of the l ong West B e r l i n d e f i n i ­
t i v e stamps (9H42-60) which o r i g i n a l l y appeared i n 1949; t h i s s e t , whioh d e p i c t s the 
mighty Olympic Stadium b u i l t f o r the 1936 Olympic Games i n B e r l i n , was neg leoted by many 
c o l l e c t o r s . This s i t u a t i o n happens o f t e n when a stamp i s i s sued as part of a s e t , but a p ­
pears s e v e r a l years a f t e r the r e s t o f the s e t was i s s u e d . The r e t a i l pr ice of t h i s stamp 
(usua l ly s o l d along wi th 9M101) i s $ 2 . 5 0 , but w h o l e s a l e r s ask $3 .75 for the pa i r and they 
o f f e r to buy your stamp f o r $ 2 . 3 5 . When a stamp wholesa le s f o r f i f t y per cent more than 
the r e t a i l p r i o e , you know you'd b e t t e r get your copy before your r e t a i l e r has to re -order 
a t the h igher p r i c e . With a wholesa le pr ice of $3.75 r e t a i l e r s w i l l have to ask $5.00 or 
more f o r t h i s stamp, so why not buy i t now a t Just one -ha l f that p r i c e ? That makes s e n s e , 
d o e s n ' t i t ? 

Japan 589-90 . Rugby and Judo a r e n ' t o f t e n depic ted on stamps, so t h i s s e t i s a spec ­
i a l t r e a t f o r s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r s . But the a t h l e t e s a r e n ' t the only performers h e r e — t h i s 
s e t has performed ra ther w e l l i n prioe too and now c o s t s $1 .25 r e t a i l , up from 60^ when I 
f i r s t t ipped i t i n the November, 1963, i s s u e of "JSP". A l l I s not l o s t , however, as t h i s 
s e t c o s t s $1 .20 a t wholesa le today and t h i s i s Just about equal to the p r e v a i l i n g r e t a i l 
p r i c e . Get t h i s s e t today, i f you need i t , before your r e t a i l e r has to r a i s e h i s p r i c e s . 

Portugal 780-81. 
.£ Portuguese specialists large group oJ 

Portuguese stamps were considered dogs until a few years ago when a 
was formed and ever since then Portuguese stamps 
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have climbed ever upwards. Of course, the boundless prosperity in West Europe was also a 
contributing cause to these price rises, too, as European collectors started to fill in 
their collections of Portuguese stamps. 

Issued in 1953 to honor the fiftieth anniversary of the Portuguese Automobile Club, 
there is nothing in their Innocuous and dull design to indicate that these are sports 
stamps. Nevertheless, this set has increased in price from 85d in late 1963 to the cur­
rent price of $1.75. To make matters worse, no wholesale stocks exist of this set, so It 
will continue on its merry way, rising in price every year. Most of the 300,000 sets is­
sued were used on commercial mall, so a fine mint set should be purchased immediately if 
you need these stamps. Incidentally, this set is very soaroe in Europe, so many sets on 
the American market will undoubtedly be sent back to Europe to be sold at higher prioes 
than prevail on the American market. 

Jugoslavia 359-64. Although t h i s country i s sues many very a t t r a c t i v e stamps, t h i s 
se t i s not one of them. When the 15th Olympiad was held i n Helsinki i n 1952, Jugoslavia 
cou ldn ' t r e s i s t Issuing t h i s se t with s ty l i zed drawings of a t h l e t e s . For a number of 
years t h i s se t was f ree ly ava i lab le for approximately $1.00, but by mid-1963 the prioe had 
r i s e n to $1.50. Today t h i s se t wi l l cost you $2.25, compared with the $2.80 asked in Lon­
don. Wholesalers ask $1.75 to $2.00, which i s very close to the cur ren t r e t a i l p r i c e . 
With only 60,000 se t s i ssued, t h i s se t w i l l continue i t s slow r i s e . I f irmly bel ieve t h a t 
t h i s s e t i s g rea t ly undervalued today, so you may draw your own conclusions i n case you 
have delayed your purchase. 

Monaco 454-59. T-bis i s an ex t r ao rd ina r i l y beaut i fu l se t of diamond-shaped stamps, 
issued" in I960 to honor the 17th Olympiad i n Rome and the 8th Winter Olympic Games a t 
Squaw Valley. As a new issue t h i s se t cos t only 25d, but within a few weeks a f t e r i s s u ­
ance the pr ice rose to $1.00 and has since climbed to $1.25 to $1.35 r e t a i l . But the Lon­
don dea lers are ge t t ing $2.15 for t h i s se t and American wholesalers ask $1.00 today. Now 
i s the time to buy t h i s se t i f you need i t , unless you'd prefer to pay more for i t l a t e r . 
Remember, Monaco i s one of the r e a l l y "hot" count r ies whose stamps are r i s i n g rap id ly t o ­
day, both here and abroad. 

Japan 657-58. Like most recent Japanese stamps, the designs of these two stamps are 
very a t t r a c t i v e , depict ing a w e i g h t - l i f t e r and a g i r l playing badminton (a big sport In 
Southeastern As ia ) . Of course, t h i s i s s t i l l a very cheap s e t , but you can have the fun 
of buying i t for l e s s than the wholesale p r i c e ; r e t a i l e r s ask 20d for t h i s se t while 
wholesalers have ra i sed t h e i r pr ice to 26d. No, I don ' t expect t h i s se t to r i s e to high 
l e v e l s , but i t wi l l never be any cheaper than i t i s now; so why not buy your s e t while you 
can s t i l l get i t for only 20di 

Hungary 1203-09. Hungary has produced many fasc ina t ing spor t s stamps, such as t h i s 
se t issued in 1958 to honor the European Sports Championships held a t Budapest. Fortu­
na te ly for you, t h i s se t has not r i s e n since I t ipped i t in the March, 1964, i ssue of 
"JSP", when i t sold for 75d r e t a i l . Current wholesale p r i o e s , however, are $1.50, Just 
double the r e t a i l pr ice I Wholesalers wi l l pay $1.00 for your s e t , so how can you lose 
buying t h i s se t a t the 75^ r e t a i l pr ioe? If your dealer has already ra ised h i s p r i c e , you 
have only yourself to blame. 

Netherlands An t i l l e s B31-4. Soccer i s the grea t i n t e r n a t i o n a l spor t , even i f i t i s 
u n a p p r e c i a t e d i n the United S t a t e s , in 1957 the Netherlands An t i l l e s Issued a handsome 
se t of four stamps honoring the 8th Central American and Caribbean Soccer Championships. 
With a face value of 38d (U. S . ) , t h i s se t sold for about 60d as a new i s s u e . By 1963 the 
r e t a i l pr ice had r i s e n to $1.35 and today i t cos t s approximately $2.00 r e t a i l . The cu r -
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r e n t w h o l e s a l e p r i c e of t h i s s e t i s $ 1 . 8 0 , which i s a l m o s t equa l t o t he r e t a i l p r i c e — s o I 
hope t h a t you g e t t h e message . R e t a i l p r i c e s must o b v i o u s l y r i s e soon, so I hope you 
w o n ' t de l ay i n g e t t i n g your s e t now.

EDITORIAL COMMENT 

P r e p a r a t i o n of the e d i t o r ' s 1964 supplement to h i s t o p i c a l o h e c k - l i s t i n t he f i e l d of 
s p o r t s and a c t i v e r e c r e a t i o n h a s been go ing on f o r many months ; t he r e s u l t s should be p u b ­
l i s h e d ve ry soon . I t t a k e s a b i t of doing t o g e t Gibbons, Y v e r t , o r Michel c a t a l o g u e num­
b e r s f o r t hose numerous i t e m s which S c o t t ' s c a t a l o g u e canno t l e g a l l y l i s t o r which i t s e d ­
i t o r s choose n o t t o l i s t ( t h u s f a r , anyway) . As a r e s u l t of t h i s p a i n s - t a k i n g work, c e r ­
t a i n a l a r m i n g s t a t i s t i c s a p p e a r which canno t h e l p bu t i n t e r e s t eve ry a c t i v e s p o r t s a n d / o r 
Olympic o o l l e c t o r . 

Remember t h a t t h e s e f i g u r e s do no t I n c l u d e t h o s e Olympic i t e m s i s s u e d i n 1963 and b e ­
f o r e ; n o r do t h e y i n c l u d e t h e I965 i s s u e s which a r e s t i l l a p p e a r i n g . They do n o t i n c l u d e 
i m p e r f o r a t e stamps no r s o u v e n i r s h e e t s of any t y p e , e i t h e r p e r f o r a t e o r i m p e r f o r a t e . I n 
s h o r t , o n l y p e r f o r a t e pos t age (p resumably) stamps a r e i n c l u d e d i n t he c o u n t . 

To honor t h e 1964 Olympio y e a r and i t s two s e t s of c o m p e t i t i o n e i g h t y - s i x c o u n t r i e s 
i s s u e d 108 s e t s compr i s ing 525 s t amps . Then t h e r e i s a n o t h e r c a t e g o r y of supp lementa ry 
i t e m s , d e a l i n g w i t h p r e v i o u s Olympic Games and winne r s and s t i l l l a t e r w i t h c u r r e n t Olym­
p i c w i n n e r s . Here s i x c o u n t r i e s I s s u e d seven s e t s which i n c l u d e d t h i r t y s t a m p s . And 
l a s t l y f o u r c o u n t r i e s m i s - u s e d ( e i t h e r i n t e n t i o n a l l y o r o t h e r w i s e ) t h a Olympic concep t and 
/ o r symbols I n f o u r s e t s c o n t a i n i n g e i g h t s t amps . This g i v e s a grand t o t a l of n i n e t y - s i x 
c o u n t r i e s i s s u i n g 119 s e t s t o t a l l i n g 563 s t amps! 

R. Y. Megan, " L i n n ' s " German c o l u m n i s t , e x p r e s s e d h i s f e e l i n g s t h i s way i n the March 
1 5 , 1965 , i s s u e : "Gold, s i l v e r , and b r o n z e ; t h e s e m e t a l s a r e the f a s h i o n , no t only b e ­
f o r e t h e 1914 war when e v e r y o n e ' s money s t a r t e d w i t h g o l d , went v i a s i l v e r , and ended up 
w i t h the humble copper c o i n — t h e Olympic Games s t i l l hand o u t medals of m e r i t on the same 
s c a l e of p r i o r i t y . 

"This y e a r , however, t h e Olympic h a r v e s t — s t a m p - w i s e — h a s e i t h e r been so good o r so 
bad t h a t a f u r t h e r boos t was though t d e s i r a b l e o r bad ly needed . Only w h o l e s a l e r s of the 
m a t e r i a l can t e l l me whe the r t h e former o r the l a t t e r a p p l i e s . 

"Anyhow, t h o s e c o u n t r i e s which a r e a f t e r c o l l e c t o r s ' c a s h f i r s t , f o r e m o s t , and a l l 
t h e t i m e , have s t a r t e d f i l l i n g i n t h e gap between 1964 and 1968 w i t h t he f i r s t i n t e r m e d i ­
a t e i s s u e s r e c a l l i n g Olympic medals awarded to t h e i r n a t i o n a l t e a m s . 

"Hungary, Romania, and the U . S . S . R . a r e t h e r e a l r e a d y , and Panama (unable to r e g i s t e r 
any n a t i o n a l Olympic d i s t i n c t i o n ) has gone t h r o u g h the 1964 Winter Games r o l l of honor 
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with the medals whioh were awarded to everyone who competed In a s u f f i c i e n t l y mer i tor ious 
manner. 

"Next year we can get 'semi-Olympios' , in 1967 we wi l l see the 1968 'pre-Olympics*, 
and the year following we're there aga in . How long can t h i s cont inue?"

The exhibition will include official, honor, and competitive classes with the latter 
divided into eight categories and numerous sub-sections. Many special awards will be giv­
en.

The sponsoring organization has also arranged as essay contest on any subject in 
Philippines philately. Original and unpublished manuscripts of 2,000 words and over are 
eligible; they may be submitted in English, Spanish, or Phlliplno. Additional Information 
can be obtained from Pablo via P. 0. Box 716, .Manila, Philippines. 

Among other forthcoming philatelic ex­
hibitions which were announced during WIPA in Vienna is an invitation for an International 
Sports show in Mexico City, presumably in conjunction with the 19th Olympio Games in 1968.
