Field hockey began in Britain and it was through the British armed forces and admini-( 
strative services that the game was introduced to India and passed on to other parts of 
Asia, now the world stronghold of the sport. The Indians quickly found it to their lik­
ing; they won the Olympic title on their first appearance in 1932 and held it until I960, 
when Pakistan won a 1-0 victory at Rome. In Tokyo the position was reversed by the same 
narrow margin. 

The Indian postal authorities have not yet accorded philatelic recogni-

For the hockey stamp, pho tog ravu re -p r in t ed i n red-brown, green , and b l ack , the a r t i s t 
was supp l ied wi th a photograph taken i n F i j i by Mr. Rob Wright of the Publ ic R e l a t i o n s De­
partment i n Suva. This showed two p l a y e r s , i d e n t i f i e d as Odhavji Bhai and M. M. Maharaj , 
engaged i n a sk i rmish for the b a l l ; but the r i gh t -hand p laye r was used by the a r t i s t as a 
model f o r both f i g u r e s on the stamp. The Secre ta ry of the B r i t i s h Hockey Board subse ­
quen t ly wrote to "Gibbons Stamp Monthly" saying t h a t , as a r e s u l t of t h i s t r e a t m e n t , the 
l e f t - h a n d p l aye r on the stamp was shown hold ing h i s s tock the wrong way round. Mr. Goaman 
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r e p l i e d t h a t h i s wife , a hockey p l aye r h e r s e l f , had posed as a model f o r h i s des ign ; t h a t 
she was l e f t - h a n d e d ; and t h a t t he re were doub t l e s s o t h e r p l a y e r s who held t h e i r s t i c k s i n 
t h i s f a sh ion—as indeed was l a t e r confirmed by ano ther hockey-playing p h i l a t e l i s t .

The f i r s t European country to give hockey i t s p o s t a l "stamp of approva l " 
was the Nether lands i n 1956, on the 10$ + 5$ value (B299) i n the 1956 Olympic 
Games s e m i - p o s t a l s e t . The premium was for the b e n e f i t of the n a t i o n a l Olym­
pic committee o rgan i z ing Dutch p a r t i c i p a t i o n a t Melbourne, but i n the event 
the hockey team withdrew from the Games. The stamp, i n gray and b l ack , p r e ­
sented a s i l h o u e t t e of a hockey p l a y e r in v igorous movement. Hockey was i n ­
t roduced i n t o the Nether lands from England i n the e a r l y 1890s and now ranks 
second only to f o o t b a l l ( socce r ) as the major w in t e r s p o r t . ( E d i t o r ' s n o t e :

The only o t h e r European hockey stamp came from diminut ive and 
p h i l a t e l i c a l l y p r o l i f i c San Marino i n I960 , as the 15 l i r a emerald 
and l i l a c denomination (462) i n a long s e r i e s devoted to the Olympic 
Games of I 9 6 0 . 

Hockey was f ea tu red i n the r o l l c a l l of the 
Tokyo events by the i n c l u s i o n of a p i c t u r e of two 
p l a y e r s on the 5y + 5y b lack-on-whi te stamp (B20) 
i n the f i f t h s e r i e s of pre-Olympic diamond-shaped 
des igns i s sued by Japan i n November, 1963, but i t does not seem to 
have been dep ic ted on any o t h e r 1964 Olympic commemoratives. 

Ice hockey i s beyond the scope of t h i s survey; i t has gained f a r 
g r e a t e r r e p r e s e n t a t i o n i n the stamp album than f i e l d hockey. However, 
one may perhaps mention a v a r i a n t of the l a t t e r t h a t has been f ea tu red 
by s e v e r a l count r ies—hockey on r o l l e r s k a t e s . The 8th World Cham­

PHILATELIO MARKET REPORT 

- Fred Farr -

Tip of the month—Great Britain World PUP oommemoratives. During the past year col­
l e c t o r s i n the British Isleshave suddenly beoome enohanted with their own nation's 
stamps. The reason for this has been the new stamp issuance policy of the British postal 
administration, which has wooed the British oolleotor with frequent issues of oolorful and 
attractively designed oommemoratives. These stamps sell out quiokly, usually In a matter 
of just a few days so far as the high value denominations are concerned. Demand far out-
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paces supply and p r i c e s r i s e r a p i d l y — o f t e n w i th in a per iod of weeks a f t e r i s s u e . This i s 
a r a d i c a l depa r tu re from prev ious c i rcumstances and the s p o r t s p h i l a t e l i s t must take t h i s 
i n to account whenever the B r i t i s h Post Office Department i s s u e s stamps bea r ing a s p o r t s 
theme. 

On June f i r s t Great B r i t a i n i s i s s u i n g a s e t of t h r ee stamps to honor the World Cup 
championships, which w i l l be played i n England dur ing the month of J u l y , when some s i x t e e n 
n a t i o n s w i l l compete fo r the J u l e s Rlmet Cup. The face value of the s e t w i l l be only 29$ 
and the s e t w i l l be i s sued both wi th and wi thout phosphor b a n d s - - t o t a l face value of 58^ . 
I recommend t h a t you buy these stamps i n blocks of four , both wi th and wi thout the phos­
phor bands . I a l s o recommend t h a t you purchase t h i s s e t of f i r s t - d a y cove r s , i n c l u d i n g 
the o f f i c i a l f i r s t - d a y cover . Remember t h a t soccer i s the major s p o r t a l l over the world, 
so c o l l e c t o r s everywhere w i l l want these s tamps. Remember, a l s o , t h a t va s t q u a n t i t i e s of 
these stamps w i l l be used fo r postage in the B r i t i s h I s l e s and the mint stamps w i l l be 
much s c a r c e r than the used ones . Anyway, get these stamps NOW, while they a re a v a i l a b l e 
a t new i s s u e p r i c e s , and y o u ' l l never r e g r e t i t . 

Great B r i t a i n 271-74. In 1948 Great B r i t a i n played host to the 14th Olympiad, held 
i n London between Ju ly 29th and August 1 4 t h . To honor t h i s event the B r i t i s h government 
i s sued four d u l l and u n i n t e r e s t i n g d e s i g n s , wi th a t o t a l of some 24,397,000 complete s e t s . 
The face value was approximate ly 23jt< and the s e t was a v a i l a b l e fo r yea r s fo r about bO$ r e ­
t a i l . However, as B r i t i s h c o l l e c t o r s suddenly turned to c o l l e c t i n g t h e i r own n a t i o n ' s 
stamps with a vengeance, p r i c e s have firmed dur ing the pas t y e a r . B r i t i s h d e a l e r s are now 
a d v e r t i s i n g to buy t h i s s e t f o r 65?- and you can be sure t h a t t h e i r r e t a i l p r i c e w i l l be 
.$1.00 or more. In a d d i t i o n , B r i t i s h d e a l e r s a re r a p i d l y c l ean ing out the American stamp 
market ; s o , i f you want to buy t h i s s e t a t the c u r r e n t American r e t a i l p r i c e , you had b e t ­
t e r move f a s t - - o r y o u ' l l pay twice the c u r r e n t p r i c e . I n c i d e n t a l l y , d e a l e r s i n Prance and 
Germany a l r e a d y charge $1.00 fo r t h i s s e t , so you can see t h a t i t i s on the way up . 

Great B r i t a i n 338-40. In 1953 the B r i t i s h Empire and Commonwealth Games were he ld i n 
Cardif f , Wales, and the B r i t i s h government i s sued aga in i t s usua l d u l l and u n i n t e r e s t i n g 
s e r i e s of stamps to commemorate t h i s e v e n t . Once aga in the face value was 28^ and the t o ­
t a l q u a n t i t y i s sued was 9,870,000 s e t s . This s e t has been a v a i l a b l e for k0$ on the Ameri­
can r e t a i l marke t , a l though who lesa l e r s charge 35^ ' U n t i l r e c e n t l y B r i t i s h d e a l e r s asked 
only 42jt(, but now they a d v e r t i s e to buy t h i s s e t fo r 10$, mint or usedl European d e a l e r s 
charge $1 .00 , so you can be t t h a t American d e a l e r s won ' t be ab le to o f f e r t h i s s e t fo r 40^ 
much l o n g e r . I f you need t h i s s e t , d o n ' t waste any t ime! 

G i b r a l t a r 136. In 1953 t h i s colony i s sued a s e t of d e f i n i t i v e s and the 2sd denomina­
t i o n dep ic t ed a s a i l b o a t i n the bay a t G i b r a l t a r . Some 3,406,333 stamps were sold before 
t h i s s e t was rep laced i n I960 . "Sco t t " va lues t h i s stamp a t a mere \0$, but d e a l e r s i n 
Europe charge 60$, up from 20jc< j u s t a few yea r s ago . Do you see the handwr i t ing on the 
wal l? Buy t h i s stamp while i t i s s t i l l a v a i l a b l e for j u s t a few c e n t s . 

J u g o s l a v i a 260-61 . In 1949 Jugos l av i a i s sued t h i s s e t of two a t t r a c t i v e stamps to 
honor the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Ski Championships a t P l a n i c a . One stamp d e p i c t s the sk i jump a t 
P l a n i c a while the o t h e r denomination shows a sk i jumper. Only 150,000 s e t s were i s s u e d , 
so t h i s s e t has long s ince d isappeared from w h o l e s a l e r s ' s t o c k s . .American r e t a i l e r s ask 
35jJ- f o r t h i s s e t , a l though London d e a l e r s charge 10$ and d e a l e r s i n P a r i s get 80^ . This 
s e t was t ipped i n t h i s column back i n Apr i l of 1964 when the r e t a i l p r i c e was 25^ to 30<2.. 
-Anyway, t h i s s e t should s t a r t moving upward soon toward the European q u o t a t i o n , so i t 
won' t h u r t to check your c o l l e c t i o n and see i f you need t h i s s e t . 

J u g o s l a v i a 359-64. This s e t honors the 15th Olympiad, held i n H e l s i n k i , P ina lnd , i n 
the summer of 1952. As they have done so many t imes i n the p a s t , the Jugos l av i ans used 
s t y l i z e d drawings d e p i c t i n g a t h l e t e s engaged i n the va r ious compe t i t ions of the Games. 
The lower four va lue s were I s sued i n a q u a n t i t y of 300,000 s tamps, but the f i f t y d i n a r s 
denomination was i s sued i n one-ha l f t h a t q u a n t i t y and the top value (100 d i n a r s ) was r e ­
l e a s e d I n the very small q u a n t i t y of 60,000 c o p i e s . This means t h a t only 60,000 s e t s were 
i s s u e d , which i s ext remely small fo r a European coun t ry , e s p e c i a l l y c o n s i d e r i n g the demand 
fo r stamps with an Olympic theme. S t i l l a v a i l a b l e on the American market fo r $2.25 r e ­
t a i l , t h i s s e t i s p r i ced a t $2.80 i n London and d e a l e r s i n P a r i s charge $6.00! Consider­
ing the l a r g e number of conce l l ed s e t s a v a i l a b l e , the mint s e t s a re a r a r e ba rga in a t t o ­
d a y ' s r e t a i l p r i c e . 

Jugos l av i a 461-68 . Here i s ano the r s e t wi th an Olympic Games theme, i s sued i n honor 
of the 16th Olympiad, he ld i n Melbourne, A u s t r a l i a , i n 1956. This time the stamp d e s i g n ­
e r s made two e r r o r s ; the f i f t y d i n a r s denomination d e p i c t s women's w a t e r b a l l and the s e v ­
enty d i n a r s value shows t a b l e t e n n i s , a l though n e i t h e r spo r t was played a t these Games. 
Once a g a i n , only a small q u a n t i t y of s e t s was r e l e a s e d ; the t o t a l was 100,000. .American 
r e t a i l e r s charge $3.00 f o r t h i s s e t , which i s p r e c i s e l y equal to the c u r r e n t wholesale 
p r i c e ! Dealers i n London, however, ask $5.00 per s e t and P a r i s i a n d e a l e r s charge $7 .00 . 
How long do you th ink American r e t a i l e r s can s e l l t h e i r s e t s a t wholesale p r i c e s ? 
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Sites chosen for the 1972 Olympic Games. For those of you who missed this in the 
regular news outlets, the International Olympic Committee has awarded the 10th Winter 
Olympic Games to Sapporo, Japan, and the 19th Olympic Games to Munich, Germany. 

Presumably one of the arguments In favor of Sapporo for the Winter Games was the fact 
that Sapporo would have been the host to the Winter Games in 1940 had they been held. Al­
ready attractive material of philatelic interest has been forwarded to me from Helen Tur­
ner (SPI 17), who in turn received It originally from Eijoro Hlnoki (SPI 644) of Tokyo. 
In this case the item is a lovely brochure in French and English, lavishly illustrated in 
color, selling the advantages of Sapporo as a potential site for 1972. 

No black blots on sports. The April issue of "The American Philatelist" assigned 
none of the Infamous black blots to sports stamps.

In the Apr i l 25, 1966, i s sue of "L inn ' s Weekly Stamp News" E d i t o r Carl P . Rueth d i s ­
cussed p h i l a t e l i c o r g a n i z a t i o n s , t h e i r p u b l i c a t i o n s , t h e i r e d i t o r s , and the r e s p o n s i b i l i ­
t i e s of e d i t i n g . He s a i d , i n p a r t : 

"They ( p u b l i c a t i o n s of p h i l a t e l i c o r g a n i z a t i o n s ) a l l seem to have one t h i n g i n com­
mon. This i s the p lea of the e d i t o r fo r news and a r t i c l e s to f i l l h i s pages " 

"The approach fo r copy from members has been i n v a r i o u s f o r m s — t h r e a t e n i n g , humorous, 
c a j o l i n g , ma t t e r of f a c t — a p p a r e n t l y a l l wi th equal r e s u l t s . Close to no th ing l " 

"The s p a r k - p l u g s , the e x e c u t i v e s , the a d m i n i s t r a t o r s of b u s i n e s s e s , churches , govern­
ment, and stamp c lubs should know t h a t , when they assume such r e s p o n s i b l e p o s i t i o n s , they 
a r e , f o r the most p a r t , men a lone " 

"One of the most t h a n k l e s s jobs i n a c lub i s t h a t of e d i t o r of the g roup ' s p u b l i c a ­
t i o n . This t akes a devoted, s a c r i f i c i n g i n d i v i d u a l — t h e r e a re dead l ine s to be met, p r i n t ­
ing to be done. This takes from man's most p rec ious p o s s e s s i o n , h i s time " 

"Undoubtedly, members want and a p p r e c i a t e the p u b l i c a t i o n , but they are q u i t e 
t h o u g h t l e s s about g iv ing t h e i r s c r i b e a he lp ing hand with news or an a r t i c l e on o c c a s i o n . 
Granted t h a t everyone i s not an A+ a u t h o r , cons ide r ing grammar, r h e t o r i c , composi t ion , and 
s p e l l i n g ; an e d i t o r worth h i s s a l t i s w i l l i n g to take your w r i t t e n e f f o r t , i f i t has meat 
and p e r t i n e n c e , and work i t i n t o accep t ab l e c o n d i t i o n . T h a t ' s what e d i t o r s are f o r . Fur­
t h e r , do not f e e l badly , i f your manuscr ip t i s r e t u r n e d , unused—most impor tant of a l l , do 
not be d iscouraged by i t s non-accep tance . Be l i k e Robert Bruce ' s s p i d e r . Try, t r y 
a g a i n . " 

Amen—with one small a d d i t i o n . I do not r e j e c t m a n u s c r i p t s ; but r a t h e r expec t , when 
I_ have the t ime , to work each and every one i n t o use fu l c o n d i t i o n fo r i n c l u s i o n in "J3PT \
