THE CASES OF THE "DIRTY DOZEN"

Case 4; The Case of the Minor League Baseball Player 

Perhaps we are doing an injustice this time, 
1937 issue of Nicaragua as being a minor leaguer.

However, when we notice the large num­

ber of "errors" in which he is involved, we have no choice but to put him into the minors. 

These stamps were issued in 1937 to help pay the cost of Nicaragua's participation in 
the Central American Caribbean Games, which were to be held in Panama the next year. 
Their use was obligatory and, therefore, they are classed as postal tax stamps. The de­
nomination (one centavo) is the same for all four of the stamps, but there are four dif­
ferent colors—carmine, yellow, blue, and green. A sheet containing all four stamps was 
also issued; it bears no marginal inscriptions. Both "Landmans" and "Seebacher" indicate 
a quantity of only 5,000 of these souvenir sheets, which is rather surprising in view of 
their ready availability at a low price nearly thirty years later. 

It 18 to the varieties and "errors" which we would like to refer. "Scott" indicates 
only two errors, both the carmine and the blue stamps in vertical pairs imperforate be­
tween. "Seebacher" lists at least a dozen more varieties—imperforate between, missing 
red insigne, extra rows of perforations, etc. Two of those he lists, the green and blue 
stamps in horizontal pairs, I happen to have. I submitted them to the Philatelic Founda­
tion for their opinion. The certificates state that "the pair is genuine imperforate be­
tween but not regularly issued". I asked "Scott" about the listing of these additional 
varieties; this was the response: "...it is unlikely that the catalogue editors will seri­
ously consider their lilting. The editors, as a rule, are reluctant to add more such mi­
nor varieties in a oountry suoh as Nicaragua where the status of many items is open to 
question". 

This brings us to the first "mystery" we would like solved. Are any of these errors 
or varieties genuine? Are the two listed in "Scott" of a higher standard than all the 
others that are known? I thought I knew about all the varieties until recently I ran 
aoroes a souvenir sheet without the top horizontal row of perforations! Is this one more 
that should be listed, or should they all be disregarded? 

The seoond mystery is the ezistenoe of tete beohe pairs for all four stamps. Does 
anyone know what the make-up of eaoh sheet was; i.e., how many normal rows and how many 
inverted rows? Was this done deliberately by the printer? If so, why? Incidentally, who 
was the printer who was responsible for all this? 

There is a third mystery connected with these stamps. What is the first day of issue 
of the stamps and of the sheet? "Landmans" and "Schmidt-Schneider" both give July 10, 
1937, as ths first day, but this is obviously incorrect. One cover I have has the red 
stamp plus three other stamps of this period tied on with the date, May 25, 1937. I be­
lieve I have seen other covers with similar (or perhaps even earlier) dates. I have never 
seen the souvenir sheet tied on cover; Seebacher feels that perhaps fewer than ten exist. 
The used copies I have are dated May 1 and May 10, 1937. Again, I believe that I have 
seen copies dated even earlier. And why does "Scott" indicate that these stamps were for 
the Caribbean Games of 1937? Were there any such games that year? 

If the members of SPI could examine their covers and used copies and pool their in­
formation, perhaps we could solve these mysteries. Then this minor league baseball player 
oould Join the majors. 



4 PHILATELIC MARKET REPORT 

- Fred Farr -

Tip of the month—souvenir sheets of sports Issues . The recent decision by Stanley 
Gibbons, Ltd. , to include a l i s t i n g of a l l miniature and souvenir sheets in forthcoming 
edit ions of i t s three catalogues wil l have a defini te impact on the prices of these 
sheets . Until now Messieurs Gibbons boycotted these souvenir sheets; hence Bri t i sh col­
lec to rs had no idea what souvenir sheets existed and few Br i t i sh col lectors Included these 
issues in the i r col lect ions because "they a r e n ' t l i s t e d in 'Gibbons'". 

Now, however, things wil l be different and prices for these items must advance as 
Br i t i sh col lectors t ry to complete t h e i r col lect ions by snapping up these i tems. Remember 
that the Br i t i sh stamp market i s almost as large as the American ph i l a t e l i c market and you 
have some idea of what's about to happen! This i s your word of caution; buy what you need 
now rather than wait to see Just how high these souvenir sheets wi l l go. 

Also remember that Br i t i sh phi la te ly has suddenly come out of the doldrums and prices 
in Bri ta in are advancing almost every day—many Bri t i sh commemoratives, for example, now 
se l l for five times what they sold for Just a year ago. Not only are many new col lectors 
entering our hobby in Bri ta in , but the Br i t i sh col lectors are s t a r t ing to spread the i r i n ­
t e r e s t to stamp Issues other than the Bri t i sh Commonwealth. This wil l have tremendous im­
pl icat ions for stamp col lect ing and especial ly for a topical pursuit l ike sports ph i l a t e ­
l y . 

I t becomes important, therefore, for us to look in on the in ternat ional stamp market 
in order to know what cer ta in issues bring on that market. I can ' t begin to emphasize 
that a l l stamp prices are in ternat ional in scope; with overnight a^rrmall delivery to Eur­
ope the astute American dealers can keep current with stamp prices overseas and can buy 
and s e l l to the i r best advantage. Few dealers do t h i s , however, and th i s enables American 
col lectors to buy stamps here at prices which are much lower than those prevailing in Eur­
ope. This column, therefore, will now spotl ight 3ome prices on the London stamp market in 
l a te August of t h i s year and some of these prices may rea l ly surprise you. Let th i s be a 
warning in case you need these stamps! 

France 349. With a l l the in t e re s t which col lectors exhibit in the French "ar t" 
stamps, perhaps th i s i s being overlooked by many. The recent In te res t in the World Cup 
matches, held in England, has perked up i n t e r e s t in t h i s item, however. Issued in 1938 to 
honor the 3rd World Cup Championship, some 3,500,000 copies of th i s handsome commemorative 
were sold; however, large quant i t ies were undoubtedly destroyed during the second World 
War. London dealers now ask #4.10 for th i s stamp, although American r e t a i l e r s charge ap­
proximately $1.00 and American wholesalers ask $1.05 (higher than r e t a i l ) . Tipped in th i s 
column in July, 1964, when i t re ta i led for 95j^, I can only foresee steady advances on the 
American market, which i s now woefully behind London prices for th i s stamp. 

Bulgaria 940-45. Although most recent Bulgarian sets hardly seem to be underprlced 
because demand i s s t i l l r e la t ive ly low, th is i s one set which i s a super-bargain a t cur­
rent p r ices . Picturing a th le tes in action on each denomination, Bulgaria issued th i s set 
in 1956 to honor the 16th Olympiad. I t i s s t i l l available for 65s^-75? on the American r e -
t a l l market, which i s close to the new issue price some ten years ago! Dealers in Par i s , 
however, get $1.50 for th i s se t and London dealers s e l l for $2.55 today. If demand in 
Europe continues, American stocks of th i s set wi l l soon be sent to Europe, with a commen­
surate r i se in American pr ices . 

Colombia 736-39. 0414-18. Here i s a recent set which i s already in gyrat ions. I s ­
sued to honor the 4th Bolivarian Games, held in Barranquilla in 1961, th is i s a beautiful 
multi-colored set depicting dynamic shots of a th le tes in competition. Although some 
1,000,000 3ets were Issued, these were extensively used on commercial mail; hence few mint 
sets seem to ex i s t . American r e t a i l e r s charge 65>i, although dealers In France get $1.80 
and London r e t a i l e r s ask $2.15 now. A few American wholesalers can s t i l l supply th is set 
a t 53^ or so; but, once these stocks are dispersed, you can be sure that American prices 
must r i se to the i r European l e v e l s . 

Colombia 0419. This item i s a souvenir sheet, issued as part of the above-mentioned 
set honoring the 4th Bolivarian Games. Only 50,000 of these souvenir sheets were printed 
and "Michel" quotes th i s sheet a t $4.62 today. Once again, American r e t a i l e r s charge 65(̂  
and New York wholesalers ask a modest 53^. However, French dealers get $1.50 and London 
dealers s e l l for $2.15- Food for thought, i s n ' t i t ? The fact that th i s sheet depicts 
soccer (as well as other sports) gives I t world-wide demand and, with "Gibbons" now l i s t ­
ing souvenir sheets , I foresee a tremendous increase in the price of th i s sheet. Buy now 
or weep l a t e r ! 

Hungary 920-24. 080-6. This country has issued a number of sets of extremely a t t r a c ­
tive sports s t a m p s , u s u a l l y in mult i -color . This par t icu lar set was issued In l a te 1950 
and includes soccer among the sports depicted. American r e t a i l e r s charge approximately 
$1.75 to $2.00 although New York wholesalers get $2.75 for th is s e t . Dealers in New York 
and Paris both charge $4.00, however; so i t i s only a matter of time before American r e -
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t a i l e r s must r a i s e t h e i r p r i ce c o n s i d e r a b l y . If you need t h i s s e t , i t w i l l never be any 
cheaper . 

Hungary 1000-03. 0107-08. Here i s ano ther i tem of Olympiana, i s sued i n 1952 to com­
memorate the 15th Olympiad in H e l s i n k i . These l a r g e diamond-shaped stamps have g rea t a p ­
peal and the low va lues a re o f ten found i n packets i n c a n c e l l e d - t o - o r d e r c o n d i t i o n , a l ­
though mint s e t s a re r a t h e r e l u s i v e . American r e t a i l e r s charge 90^ to $1.00 and American 
wholesa le r s ask $1.15 f o r t h i s s e t . London d e a l e r s , however, get $2.40 fo r the same s e t 
and French d e a l e r s charge $2 .50 . I t i s noteworthy t h a t American wholesa le rs have r a i s e d 
t h e i r p r i c e from 86ji to $1.15 during the pas t two y e a r s . 

P e r s i a 1041. I must l i k e t h i s stamp because I t ipped i t i n the October, 1963, and 
December, 1964, I s s u e s of "JSP" when t h i s item cos t 40^ r e t a i l . Issued i n 1955, t h i s 
stamp d e p i c t s w r e s t l e r s and Joyful ly t rumpets the glad news t h a t P e r s i a n w r e s t l e r s won 
v i c t o r i e s i n the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Wrest l ing Championships. Believed to have been i ssued i n 
a q u a n t i t y of only 50,000 stamps, no American wholesa le r s can supply t h i s i t em. However, 
American r e t a i l e r s ask 50)i when t h i s stamp i s a v a i l a b l e . Dealers i n London a re not so 
modest; they charge $1.40, while t h e i r co l l eagues i n France ask a more modest $1.10 today . 
At any r a t e , i t i s c e r t a i n l y worth p ick ing up a t t o d a y ' s r e t a i l p r i c e . 

Hungary 1203-09. Although t h i s s e t i s reasonably a t t r a c t i v e , i t i s r e a l l y a f l e a -bag 
(or c a t c h - a l l ) i s s u e . I t honors the European Table Tennis and Swimming Championships as 
wel l a s the World Wrest l ing Championships, a l l held a t Budapest dur ing 1958. Accordingly, 
t h ree va lues of the s e t dep i c t swimming and two stamps each dep ic t the o t h e r two s p o r t s . 
Some 600,000 s e t s were i s s u e d , so i t i s c e r t a i n l y not s c a r c e . Tipped i n t h i s column i n 
March, 1964, and in August, 1965, t h i s s e t i s s t i l l a v a i l a b l e g e n e r a l l y for about 80£ r e ­
t a i l , a l though American wholesa le r s charge $1.00, up from 80^ l a s t y e a r . B r i t i s h d e a l e r s 
charge $1.75 and French d e a l e r s get $2.00 today . 

P e r s i a 1159-60. This s e t i s r e a l l y unusua l ; when P e r s i a decided to honor the 17th 
Olympiad i n I960, she depic ted two a n c i e n t P e r s i a n s p o r t s , polo and a r c h e r y . A p r i n t i n g 
o rde r of 80,000 was sold out immediately, but t h i s s e t i s s t i l l f r e e l y a v a i l a b l e a t a mod­
e s t p r i ce today. Tipped in t h i s column i n February of t h i s yea r , the American r e t a i l 
p r i c e has s ince climbed from 40^ to 50^, which a l s o happens to be the New York wholesale 
p r i c e . However, t h i s s e t w i l l co s t you 90^ i f you buy i t from French or B r i t i s h d e a l e r s 
today .

Answers: 
79. Carl-Olof Enhagen (SPI 79) reports that Monaco 411 "is said to picture Marien-

platz" In Munich, "but I very much doubt It". 
80. Both Enhagen and Chris Norgard (SPI 9) report rather extensively on Monaco 483. 

Apparently the artist has depicted a view of the Old Town as seen from the top of the City 
Hall Tower, much as Chris has photographed the scene himself. Stockholm is built on many 
Islands; the one depicted Is Rlddarholmen, the Island on which the nobility lives. The 
buildings shown are both governmental and private and cannot all be identified. 

To the extreme left is the Rlddarhuset where the nobility gathers and has meetings. 
The round tower in center foreground houses part of the State Archives. The tower at the 
right is the church tower of Riddarholms Klrken. The round towers in the same area are 
part of the Court of Appeals. 

However, Enhagpn adds one more piece of information. The building in the lower left-
hand corner doesn't really exist and never did exist in that appearance. He feels that 
the designer may have picked up the Idea from a bathing establishment which was located 
there between 1884 and 1936. 

81. Here an error in numbering has popped up. The Oslo stamp should bear the number 
on Monaco 500. Again Enhagen and Norgard respond; they are Joined by Doris Theller (SPI 
239). All agree that the main building is the City Hall, completed In 1950. The two 
large buildings to the right are office and business buildings.

September black blots. The September issue of the "American Philatelist" black-blot­
ted the German Democratic Republic's two-stamp set publicizing the Berlin canoe racing 
championship. The 15pf value was blocked and thus black-blotted as a limited printing. 

Mailabillty of circuit books by parcel post upheld. Last March the Post Office De-
partment announced that mailings of sales books, exchange circuits, and approval selec­
tions would require first class postage. For large shipments this could prove very expen­
sive. The American Philatelic Society appealed the ruling and the original decision was 
set aside pending a review of the appeal. Finally on August 2nd the Post Office Depart­
ment returned to the time-honored policy that such mailings can be made by parcel post.
