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tlons In competition differed from those of PIP by only ten points (out of one hundred), 
but In most cases It is those ten points in the category of knowledge and development 
which have kept our collections from winning high prizes. Since EPIMEX '68 will be judged 
under the PIP rules, I think that many of you will be Interested in knowing about the new 
trend In topical planning, organization, and mounting. 

Por several years judges, exhibitors, and viewers have been discussing what changes 
were needed In our way of collecting and mounting to warrant the awarding of gold medals 
In high-level competition. Ernest Kehr, in his article "Today's Thematic Collections Are 
The Picture Books of Stampdom's Kindergarten" ("Linn's Weekly Stamp News", April 9, 1966), 
brought the first written criticism which I have seen on our present method of arranging 
and mounting topical collections. Then Barbara Mueller said virtually the sume thing 
("Western Stamp Collector", July 19, 1966) when she opined that collections of one topic, 
such as the baseball stamps of the world, cannot hold a viewer's interest and do not re­
quire any research to assemble and mount. 

The matter reached a climax at the PIP Congress at WIPA in Vienna In June, 1965, when 
PIP's Thematic Commission adopted a formal set of regulations for topical collections. In 
the Judging of all topical entries in exhibitions sponsored by PIP or by national federa­
tions affiliated with PIP, these regulations must be used. Further, at the September, 
1966, FIP Congress in Munich its Committee for Thematic Judging was to have presented a 
new point system for Judging topical collections. It is this new set of rules which was 
referred to in preceding paragraphs in comparison with the ATA Judging framework. 

Basically topical collections entered in PIP-sponsored exhibitions may be of three 
types: 

1. Subject collections—based on the subject which appears on the stamps (e. g., 
"Tennis Stamps of the World") 

2. Issuing motive collections—based on a common Issuing purpose (e. g., "Innsbruck 
Winter Olympic Games") 

3. Thematic collections—based on a definite theme and assembled with the goal of de­
veloping that theme or leading idea (e.g., "History and Development of Water Sports") 

A few additional restrictions are included in these regulations. The first two pages 
may contain an explanation of the collection without any display of stamps. This, in 
turn, may well save on the write-up throughout the collection and thus focus attention on 
the purely philatelic material. If one's exhibit Is a subject or issuing motive collec­
tion, it is logical to use all stamps of a given set even though they may have the same 
design; errors and oddities can be included. However, in a thematic collection such re­
peated use would only detract from the interest and minimize the space available for other 
items. Appropriate covers and meximum cards are important and carry more value if they 
have gone through the mail. A bare minimum of drawings and maps are permitted if they add 
to the development of the theme; newspaper clippings, photographs, and pictures are pro­
hibited. 

Now comes the real joker. The new FIP topical Judging scale places a premium weight 
on the criterion of knowledge and development. Since knowledge and development are barely 
required in subject and Issuing motive collections, such exhibits cannot score heavily and 
can hardly expect to win in close competition. Thus it is almost certain that thematic 
collections will win the gold medals in topical exhibitions. 

Emilio Obregon, in his article on topical Judging to appear in the 1966 "American 
Philatelic Congress Book", emphasizes the importance of collections with a theme, what he 
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c a l l s our " c u l t u r a l way of c o l l e c t i n g " . The reason why a themat ic o r h i s t o r i c a l c o l l e c ­
t i o n r a t e s so much h i g h e r i s t h a t i t I s f a r more i n t e r e s t i n g and r e q u i r e s a g r e a t dea l 
more r e s e a r c h to c a r r y ou t o n e ' s i d e a s and to complete a s t o r y . 

This i dea I s so comple te ly r e v o l u t i o n a r y to most of our p r e s e n t methods, e i t h e r f o r 
our own p l e a s u r e or f o r e x h i b i t i o n , t h a t we are going to have to put our Imag ina t ions to 
work. One of the SPI c o l l e c t o r s i n Mexico Ci ty has seen the l i g h t ; he I s b reak ing up p a r t 
of h i s c o l l e c t i o n to remount h i s m a t e r i a l under the t i t l e "The Hi s to ry of the I n t e r n a t i o n ­
a l Soccer Cup Games". I know t h a t some of you a re c o l l e c t i n g only one spo r t and thus i t 
should be easy to choose a theme and to r e - a r r a n g e your stamps to c a r r y out t h a t theme. 

We have two y e a r s to g e t used to these new I n t e r n a t i o n a l i d e a s of mounting our c o l ­
l e c t i o n s and to r e - a r r a n g e our e x h i b i t s before EFIMEX ' 6 8 . Our e x h i b i t i o n w i l l have a 
s p e c i a l s e c t i o n fo r s p o r t s and Olympics wi th a complete s e t of p r i z e s fo r t h i s g roup ing . 
Now t h a t i t i s pe rmlssab le to use t h i s added m a t e r i a l when p lann ing our c o l l e c t i o n s , they 
w i l l Immediately become more va luab l e and c e r t a i n l y f a r more I n t e r e s t i n g to the v i e w e r s . 
I t i s worth t h i n k i n g a b o u t . 

Great p l ans a re being made fo r t h i s i n t e r n a t i o n a l e v e n t . One of the most i n t e r e s t i n g 
i s the "People to People Program" when a l l v i s i t i n g c o l l e c t o r s w i l l be i n v i t e d i n t o the 
homes of Mexican c o l l e c t o r s . Mexico has much to o f f e r you I n the g lo ry of her pa s t and 
the exc i t ement of the f u t u r e ; you w i l l make many new p h i l a t e l i c f r i e n d s h i p s t o o . 

I hope to see many of you i n Mexico City on October 30, 1968, and I t r u s t t h a t those 
of you who cannot be p r e s e n t w i l l send your c o l l e c t i o n s fo r c o m p e t i t i o n . 

THE CASES OF THE "DIRTY DOZEN"

Case 6: The Ex Post Pacto Case 

To the c o l l e c t o r of Olympiana only the f i r s t s e t of Greece honor ing the 1896 Olympics 
i s the "granddaddy" of a l l s p o r t s s e t s . But to the gene ra l s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r t h e r e i s a n ­
o t h e r s e t which i s f a r more d i f f i c u l t to o b t a i n and w h i c h - - u n t l l very r e c e n t l y — o u t - c a t a ­
logued and o u t - c o s t the f i r s t Greek s e t . This I s , of c o u r s e , the s e t i s sued in 1935 
by Colombia to commemorate the Third Nat ional Olympic Games held In B a r r a n q u i l l a . Obta in ­
ing a complete s e t i s no t the e a s i e s t t a sk i n the wor ld , e i t h e r a l l a t once o r by p i e c i n g 
t o g e t h e r the s e t a stamp a t a t ime . 

I n c i d e n t a l l y , i t i s amusing (or should I say I r o n i c ? ) to note t h a t t h i s s e t would 
probably have been b l a c k - b l o t t e d by the A .P .S . f o r the fo l lowing r e a s o n s : 

Po in t 1—a l i m i t e d p r i n t i n g (only 1,000 complete s e t s were i s s u e d ) 
Po in t 2 - - an e x c e s s i v e l y extended i s s u e ( s i x t e e n va lues f o r a commemorative i s s u e f o r 

an event which had a l r e a d y taken p l a c e ) 
P o i n t 3—unwarranted h igh v a l u e s Inc luded ( the s e t goes a l l the way from the two cen­

tavo up through the one , two, f i v e , and t e n pesos) 

Why should t h i s c l a s s i c of s p o r t s s e t s be inc luded i n the m y s t e r i e s of the "Dir ty 
Dozen"/ Probably a l l the answers a re r e a d i l y a v a i l a b l e , but my sources of i n fo rma t ion on 
t h i s s e t a r e r a t h e r meager . 

Mystery One (and the most I m p o r t a n t ) — a c c o r d i n g to "Schmidt -Schneider" t h i s s e t a p ­
peared f i f t e e n days a f t e r the conc lus ion of the games. This may be r a t h e r common p r a c t i c e 
these days , but In 1935 most commemorative I tems were i s sued i n advance of the event i n 
o r d e r to ga in maximum p u b l i c i t y . "Schmidt -Schneider" r e f e r s to a German book fo r an a n ­
swer. I assume t h a t the r e f e r e n c e i s "Romantik der Br iefmarke" by M. B u t t n e r , Page 70 and 
fo l lowing (publ i shed i n S t u t t g a r t in 1953) . Perhaps one of our German-speaking members of 
SPI has access to t h i s book and can supply us wi th an answer . The accepted f i r s t da te of 
the s e t I s January 26, 1935, which would p lace the end cf the games on January 1 1 , 1935. 

Mystery Two—why was i t neces sa ry to have s i x t e e n d i f f e r e n t scenes on the s e t ? The 
s p o r t s m o t i f s make s e n s e , but what purpose was gained by showing the p i e r a t Puer to Colom­
b i a , a view of the bay, a view of B a r r a n q u i l l a , a monument, the c o a t - o f - a r m s , and a con­
dor? C e r t a i n l y I r e a l i z e t h a t the condor , f o r example, i s s t i l l used today on c e r t a i n 
revenue stamps of Colombia and t h a t a l l the o t h e r s are r e l a t e d to B a r r a n q u i l l a or to Co­
lombia . But, i f the s e t did not appea r u n t i l a f t e r the games, t h e s e would not c o n t r i b u t e 
much to the p u b l i c i t y program. Also i t i s the high va lues which p r i m a r i l y a r e the ones 
n o t showing s p o r t s s c e n e s . The one-peso i s the pos t and t e l e g r a p h b u i l d i n g , the two-peso 
i s the monument to the "Flag of the Race", the f i v e - p e s o i s the c o a t - o f - a r m s , and the t e n -
peso i s the condor . I s t h e r e much doubt t h a t these do not have a g r e a t dea l to do wi th 
the games themse lves? 
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Mystery T h r e e - - a l l sources i n d i c a t e a t o t a l q u a n t i t y of only one thousand s e t s , based 
on the f a c t t h a t the t en -peso was the stamp i s sued in t h i s amount. Was one thousand the 
a c t u a l q u a n t i t y p r i n t e d ? I f so , i t seems r a t h e r p o i n t l e s s to des ign and p r i n t high value 
stamps in such a l i m i t e d q u a n t i t y for a commemorative e v e n t . I have not seen any a c t u a l 
f i g u r e s for any of the o t h e r stamps in the s e t , a l though the lower va lue s must have had 
r a t h e r h igh p r i n t i n g s s ince s h o r t s e t s a r e r e a d i l y a v a i l a b l e . I do wonder about the quan­
t i t y of the f i v e - p e s o . From my own persona l expe r i ences I found the f i v e - p e s o much ha rde r 
by f a r to o b t a i n than the t e n - p e s c . The condor stamp i s seen o c c a s i o n a l l y in a u c t i o n 
c a t a l o g u e s , but the coa t - c f - a rms stamp r a r e l y comes up . I would be most cu r ious to l e a r n 
the a c t u a l q u a n t i t i e s p r i n t e d and sold of the top t h r ee va lues of t h i s s e t . 

Mystery Fou r—th i s l a s t i tem i s not so much a mystery as a warn ing . Don' t f o r g e t the 
warning t h a t Henri Trachtenberg publ i shed In "JSP" r e g a r d i n g c o u n t e r f e i t s of the t e n - p e s o . 
What i s not unde r s t andab le i s the d i f f e r e n c e in c o l o r s cf cop ies of t h i s s tamp. With an 
i s s u e of only one thousand one might t h i n k t h a t t h e r e would be no va r i ance a t a l l . On the 
c o n t r a r y , the c e n t e r p o r t i o n s appear a lmost l i k e d i f f e r e n t v a r i e t i e s . Af te r r ead ing 
T r a c h t e n b e r g ' s a r t i c l e and comparing two copies I f i n a l l y sen t the dubious one to the 
P h i l a t e l i c Foundat ion . I was s u r p r i s e d (most p l e a s a n t l y ! ) to have t h e i r op in ion t h a t i t 
i s genu ine . Euyers must be c a u t i o u s , but wi th a stamp in t h i s p r i c e range i t i s not easy 
to f ind a copy fo r comparison pu rposes . I a l s o unders tand t h a t c o u n t e r f e i t s of the o t h e r 
h igh va lue s a l s o e x i s t . 

Can some of our SPI members e x p l a i n the m y s t e r i e s of t h i s ex pos t f ac to s e t ?

Tip of the month—Argentine B19-21 and CB15-6. This s e t honors the Third Pan-Ameri­
can Games, h e l d ' i n Chicago i n " l 9 5 9 . "This" i s the kind of s p o r t s s e t we a l l l i k e , d e p i c t i n g 
dynamic a t h l e t e s engaged In b a s k e t b a l l , d i v i n g , s p r i n t i n g , boxing, and rowing. Some 
300,000 complete s e t s were i s s u e d , which i s not a l a r g e amount f o r a count ry wi th over 
22,000,000 i n h a b i t a n t s . Ho l o n g e r a v a i l a b l e i n wholesale q u a n t i t i e s , t h i s s e t now r e t a i l s 
f o r about 35j^ i n the United S t a t e s , which i s s t i l l c lose to the new i s s u e p r i c e back i n 
1959- European d e a l e r s , however, charge a t l e a s t $1.10 fo r t h i s s e t , so i t won ' t be long 
before American d e a l e r s w i l l have to r a i s e t h e i r p r i c e s . Meanwhile, spend the 35^ now i f 
t h i s s e t i s s t i l l miss ing from your c o l l e c t i o n . 

P h i l i p p i n e s 380-82. This s e t i s one of the granddaddies of s p o r t s p h i l a t e l y , a p ­
p e a r ! n7TTnl9~34 in honor of the Tenth Far Eas t e rn Championships, held in Mani la . Base­
b a l l , t e n n i s , and b a s k e t b a l l a re f e a t u r e d on these handsome commemoratives, a l t hough the 
c o l o r s used to p r i n t t he se stamps a re c e r t a i n l y d u l l . No q u a n t i t i e s a re l i s t e d i n any 
c a t a l o g u e s , a l t hough r e a d e r s of t h i s j o u r n a l should remember t h a t these s t a t i s t i c s were 
found on Page 9 of the December, 1962, i s s u e of "JSP" as f o l l o w s : #380—1,000,000, #381 -
800,000, and #382—500,000. Very few of these s e t s now appear to be a v a i l a b l e on the p h i ­
l a t e l i c market a l t hough t h i s s e t was once r a t h e r common. Dealers in the New York Ci ty 
a r e a ask $1 .25 , a l t h o u g h d e a l e r s i n Europe ge t $4.50 f o r t h i s s e t ! Wholesale q u a n t i t i e s , 
of c o u r s e , a re n o n - e x i s t e n t . I p e r s o n a l l y b e l i e v e t h a t t h i s s e t should be the co rne r s tone 
of every g e n e r a l c o l l e c t i o n of s p o r t s s tamps . I hope t h a t you 've got your s e t . 

Canada 216. All boa t ing a f i c i o n a d o s w i l l r e v e l i n t h i s s tamp, which d e p i c t s the r a c ­
ing y a c h t , " B r i t a n n i a " , owned by the l a t e King George V. You can see t h i s handsome yach t 
on t h i s stamp, i s s u e d as p a r t of the s e t which commemorated King George 's s l i v e r j u b i l e e 
a s the sove re ign of the B r i t i s h Empire, but the a c t u a l yach t w i l l never be seen by you; 
fo l lowing King George ' s d e a t h , t h i s b e a u t i f u l boat was sunk a t sea i n accordance wi th the 
k i n g ' s l a s t w i l l and t e s t a m e n t ! According to Dr. Holmes' handbook, some 1,000,000 cop ies 
of t h i s stamp were i s s u e d , which i s a small q u a n t i t y f o r a count ry wi th the p h i l a t e l i c 
p o p u l a r i t y of Canada. Wholesalers i n the U. S. ge t $1.85 f o r t h e i r s e t s ( y e s , y o u ' l l have 
to buy the whole, s e t ) , but r e t a i l e r s w i l l s t i l l s e l l you t h i s s e t f o r $1.95 or s o . In 
Europe, however, d e a l e r s ge t $5.00 J u s t f o r t h i s s tamp, wi thou t the r e s t of the S i l v e r 
J u b i l e e s e t . Current U. S. r e t a i l on t h i s s e t i s c e r t a i n l y a b a r g a i n . 

Nicaragua RA55-8. This e l u s i v e s e t of p o s t a l t ax s tamps, d e p i c t i n g a b a s e b a l l b a t ­
t e r , was i s sued i n 1937 to honor the Four th Cen t r a l American and Caribbean Games, he ld i n 
Panama i n 1938. The e l u s i v e n e s s of t h i s s e t I s unapprec i a t ed by most c o l l e c t o r s , presum­
ably because few c o l l e c t o r s bo the r w i th p o s t a l t ax s tamps . There a re no wholesa le q u a n t i ­
t i e s of these stamps a v a i l a b l e . R e t a i l e r s i n the U. S. charge $1.75 fo r t h i s s e t , a l ­
though " S c o t t " l i s t s I t f o r only $1 .60 , up from $1.40 l a s t y e a r ! Dealers i n Europe, un­
daunted by " S c o t t ' s " low v a l u a t i o n , ge t $3-50 f o r t h i s s e t , which i s g iven a v a l u a t i o n of 
f o r t y - f i v e marks ($11.25) in the Michel c a t a l o g u e . 

I n c i d e n t a l l y , t h i s s e t a l s o e x i s t s I n v e r t i c a l p a i r s , t e t e - b e c h e . These p a i r s a re 
ex t remely e l u s i v e , a l t hough " S c o t t " va lues them a t the p r i c e fo r two s i n g l e s , t o t a l l i n g 
#3.20 f o r the s e t , up from $2.80 i n l a s t y e a r ' s c a t a l o g u e . Once a g a i n , wholesa le s t o c k s 
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a r e n o n - e x i s t e n t . American r e t a i l e r s ask $5.00 f o r the s e t in t e t e beche p a i r s , which i s 
more than f i f t y per cen t above " S c o t t ' s " v a l u a t i o n . European r e t a i l e r s charge $15.00 f o r 
these s tamps, a lmost f ive t imes " S c o t t ' s " v a l u a t i o n . Do you ge t the vague impress ion t h a t 
" S c o t t " needs an overhaul fo r many t o p i c a l stamps? You c o u l d n ' t be more c o r r e c t ! 

Romania 1214. The i n t e r n a t i o n a l p r i c e of t h i s stamp has s u r p r i s e d me. I s sued i n 
honor of the World Youth Fencing Championships, held a t Buchares t i n 1958, the des ign a p ­
p r o p r i a t e l y f e a t u r e s a f e n c e r . There i s very l i t t l e d i f f e r e n c e between wholesa le and r e ­
t a i l p r i c e s in the U. S .—wholesa le r s ask 33^ and r e t a i l e r s ge t 35^ . In Europe, however, 
the d e a l e r s charge 90£ f o r t h i s s tamp, p o s s i b l y because f enc ing (and d u e l i n g ) i s a much 
more popula r s p o r t in Europe, hence demand i s g r e a t e r among European s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r s . 
Anyway, I f t h i s stamp I s your d i s h of t e a , why not buy I t now while I t i s s t i l l a v a i l a b l e 
a t approx imate ly the wholesa le p r i c e ? 

Spanish Guinea 350-57. The r e c e n t tremendous p o p u l a r i t y of a l l Spanish s tamps, wi th 
commensurate s k y - r o c k e t i n g In p r i c e , has ba r e ly touched the stamps i s sued by S p a i n ' s c o l o ­
n i e s and ove r sea s t e r r i t o r i e s . Here i s an i s s u e which should be about ready to take off— 
i t f e a t u r e s boxing, b a s k e t b a l l , s p r i n t i n g , and the broad jump and the s p e c u l a t o r s have not 
been a t work buying up the s tocks s t i l l a v a i l a b l e . New York w h o l e s a l e r s ( e a r l y i n 1966) 
asked 36^ fo r t h i s s e t a l t hough t h e i r c u r r e n t p r i c e may be much h i g h e r . Cu r r en t l y t h i s 
s e t i s a v a i l a b l e from d e a l e r - s p e c i a l i s t s i n s p o r t s stamps f o r 40j£ a l though European d e a l ­
e r s ge t $1.30 or more. 

Cuba 299-303. Here i s a n o t h e r of the f i r s t s e t s of s p o r t s stamps I s s u e d . Appearing 
i n 1930, when the des igns of most stamps were h igh ly u n i m a g i n a t i v e , t h i s s e t f e a t u r e s a 
h u r d l e r and was I s sued to commemorate the Second Cen t r a l American Games, held i n Havana. 
Some 50,000 complete s e t s were I s s u e d , which i s not a l a r g e q u a n t i t y when we c o n s i d e r the 
age of t h i s s e t (many stamps becoming damaged over the y e a r s ) and the f a c t t h a t most of 
these stamps saw commercial u s a g e . C u r r e n t l y a v a i l a b l e in the U. S. f o r $2.90 wholesa le 
and $2.75 r e t a i l , t h i s s e t s e l l s f o r $7.50 i n Europe today . The s e t s a v a i l a b l e on the 
American market a r e l a r g e l y s t o c k s brought i n by Cuban re fugees dur ing the p a s t seven 
y e a r s . E v e n t u a l l y , however, t h i s f l o a t i n g supply w i l l be absorbed by American c o l l e c t o r s 
and the r e t a i l p r i c e w i l l climb s h a r p l y . 

Peru C78-81 o v e r p r i n t e d "Melbroune 1956". Although " S c o t t " c a l l s a t t e n t i o n to the 
e x i s t e n c e of these o v e r p r i n t e d s tamps, they a re n e i t h e r l i s t e d nor p r i c e d . Small m a t t e r , 
however, becuase these handsome stamps belong i n every c o l l e c t i o n of Olympiana. One h i g h ­
l y r e l i a b l e New York r e t a i l e r charges $3.00 f o r t h i s s e t , a l t hough the only w h o l e s a l e r s 
who can s t i l l supply t h i s s e t ask $5 .00 . Only 11,354 complete s e t s e x i s t , which i s l e s s 
than the number of complete s e t s (12 ,920) which e x i s t of 078-81 wi thou t the ove rp r in t—and 
remember t h a t the non -ove rp r in t ed s e t s e l l s for $25.00 and up! Surely t h i s s e t i s a t r e ­
mendous ba rga in a t c u r r e n t r e t a i l p r i c e s i n the U. S. t o d a y . In Europe, however, t h i s s e t 
i s b e t t e r a p p r e c i a t e d and b r i n g s $11.00 in P a r i s and $14.00 i n London. Can you spot a 
ba rga in when you see one? I hope s o . 

Equal ly d e s i r a b l e i s the souven i r s h e e t , C8la, wi th the "Melbourne 1956" o v e r p r i n t . 
American w h o l e s a l e r s charge $5 .00 , a l t hough a noted r e t a i l e r can supply t h i s i tem fo r only 
$4 .00 . Dea le r s i n P a r i s get $14.00 and London r e t a i l e r s charge a l i t t l e more. However, 
next year "Gibbons" w i l l l i s t t h i s i tem and we can expect to see I t s London p r i c e climb 
sha rp ly once demand i s engendered among B r i t i s h c o l l e c t o r s . You have been warned! 

NEW APPROACH TO MOUNTING STAMPS

( E d i t o r ' s n o t e : This a r t i c l e appeared o r i g i n a l l y In the Ju ly 26, 1965, i s s u e of 
"L inn ' s Weekly Stamp News" and i s reproduced i n i t s e n t i r e t y by pe rmiss ion of the e d i t o r , 
Carl P . Rue th . ) 

How can our c o l l e c t i o n s of map stamps be d i sp l ayed e f f e c t i v e l y ? There a re as many 
t echn iques as t he r e a re c a r t o p h l l a t e l l s t s ; a l l a r e e q u a l l y s a t i s f a c t o r y as long as they 
provide p l e a s u r e to the c o l l e c t o r . Here i s one t h a t may be worth c o n s i d e r i n g . 

I n deve lop ing a d i s p l a y method we would l i k e t o : (1) d i s p l a y stamps a g a i n s t a b lack 
background, (2) t y p e , r a t h e r than handwr i t e , the c a p t i o n s fo r ease and n e a t n e s s , and (3) 
e x p l a i n each stamp i n r e s p e c t to two f a c t o r s — t o t e l l the s t o r y of the stamp i t s e l f and to 
e x p l a i n the s i g n i f i c a n c e of the map on i t . 

These two f a c t o r s may or may not be I d e n t i c a l . For example, B r a z i l ' s C80, Romania's 
678, and R u s s i a ' s 2156 show maps of the r e s p e c t i v e c o u n t r i e s . But the c a p t i o n becomes 
more I n t e r e s t i n g i f something i s t o l d about the census of t he se p a r t i c u l a r c o u n t r i e s which 
the stamps commemorate. So, i d e a l l y , two c a p t i o n s should be u s e d . 

S t a r t i n g wi th these c o n s i d e r a t i o n s , we decided to des ign album pages us ing a t e c h ­
nique which could s a t i s f y our r e q u i r e m e n t s . F i r s t we l a i d out an album page i n the con-
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ventlonal way, typing the major caption on an ordinary typewriter on plain unwatermarked 
paper (the watermark would show up in the subsequent process). The major caption might be 
the information about the map shown; or it might be information about the reason for the 
issue. However, it would not be both, according to our personal preference. 

Next we had a "high contrast" photostat made of the page, ordering a negative photo­
stat only, not the positive. The cost will vary from 500 to 750 a page. Back came the 
sheet in black, with only the typewritten captions in white. On this we pasted a white 
rectangle of the proper size, where we wanted subsequently to mount each stamp. 

Now for the "minor" caption—giving supplementary information about the stamp itself 
or the map. We typed this up on a separate sheet, sent it to be photostated, "reduced 
one-third" (or one-half). Back it came, also white letters on a black background, but 
smaller than the original main caption. We then pasted it down, suing rubber cememt, on 
the negative of the album page. 

Then we sent the whole page to have a positive print made—again asking for a "high 
contrast" print. The finished page was clean and attractive—black rectangles for mount­
ing each stamp and the captions appearing in two sizes Instead of one. 

If you feel Inclined to try this process for a page or two, here are a few supplemen­
tary suggestions: (1) Use an electric typewriter If possible. The letters will print much 
more evenly. (2) If you want to reproduce a map on the page, include it in the original 
paste-up (the original sheet). When the negative comes back, you can eliminate any un­
wanted details by painting them out with black India ink. (3) To save reproduction costs, 
type a solid page of the minor captions (to be reproduced). When you get back the nega­
tive, cut them apart and paste them on the negatives of the full pages. One ordinary 
sheet filled with "minor captions" will provide sufficient material for perhaps a dozen 
album pages. (4) Regard your first page or two as an experiment. It may be necessary for 
you to use black India ink to paint over the white edges when you prepare your negative 
for final "statting" back to a positive—experiment and find out. 

Yes, this Is a lot of work for a single album page, but the result is beautiful— 
clean, sharp lettering with a finished professional look. If you are groping for a new 
type of album page, this really might be worth trying.

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"CENTRO INTERNAZIONALE DI FILATELIA SPORTIVA"

For many months now I have been curious as to the make-up and function of the Italian 
"Centro Internazlonale di Filatelia Sportiva" ("CIFT", as It is popularly abbreviated). 
With Information graciously suppled by Nino Barberls (SPI 244) of Milan, Italy, I am able 
to present a summary of this organization and its mission. 

Our subject organization is a division of the "Clrcolo Filatellco e Numismatico di 
Rimini" ("Philatelic and Numismatic Club of Rimini"), which is the largest Italian phila­
telic club. CIPT was founded in 1958 and includes the most important Italian sports col­
lectors as members. 

CIFT has the usual program, including the publication of a quarterly, "II Bajocco", 
sponsorship of large philatelic exhibitions, a sales department, and assistance in every 
phase of the hobby. 

CIFT's greatest offering to date has been the sponsorship of the international exhi­
bition, "Verso Tokyo", held In Rimini in the fall of 1964. Here some 120 exhibitors from 
more than ten countries showed over 10,000 album pages of sports material. A real Inter­
national Jury served as judges. It was definitely a success. 

Now CIFT is making plans for an even better "Verso Mexico" to be staged in June and 
July of 1968. Plans are progressing very well. Most of our members know that two attrac­
tive sheets of seals have been Issued as publicity devices. (Editor's note: I still have 
sheets of the first seal for the asking.) CIFT hopes for an even better sports exhibition 
In 1968, with the particular desire to include the exhibits of American and French collec­
tors. 

"JSP" will try to keep our membership informed as to the specific plans for "Verso 
Mexico" and to encourage participation in the exhibition. Our own Olech W. Wyslotsky 
(SPI 26) of East Orange, New Jersey, will serve as commissioner for the United States. We 
expect more details from him in the near future. 
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In my e d i t o r i a l In the October issue of t h i s per iodical I made a sincere request for 
help in three areas of the preparation of "JSP". I t i s grat i fying to report tha t two of 
those requests have been f i l l e d by volunteers . 

Elsewhere in th i s issue you wil l read that dependable Helen Turner (SPI 17) of Bre­
merton, Washington, who has been our chief membership pusher for years , wi l l also assume 
the respons ib i l i ty for edi t ing our nearly moribund "Olympiana" column. I earnest ly r e ­
quest your ful l cooperation with her; to edi t does not mean to write from scra tch , so she 
wil l need a steady stream of Olympic mater ia l . We have many Olympic co l lec tors in our 
membership; i f each would do his l i t t l e b i t , she would be de l ight fu l ly overwhelmed with 
useful copy. 

Elsewhere Paul Bousquet (SPI 111), now of Springfield, Massachusetts, has committed 
himself to help with the non-Scott items which should appear In our "New Issues Calendar" 
and in my own once-a-year check- l i s t of sports and rec rea t ion . I welcome Paul; his a s ­
sis tance wil l be grea t ly appreciated. 

Hoping that success breeds success, I now present two addi t ional requests for a s s i s ­
tance, one new and one old: 

1. Compiler and ed i to r of our "Questions and Answers" column. This project can 
well use a l i t t l e more time and imagination than I am able to give, yet should not prove 
t e r r i b l y demanding for any i s sue . 

2 . Author to p repare a s e r i e s on the Balkan Games and t h e i r p h i l a t e l y . This 
does not appear to be a d i f f i c u l t s u b j e c t to document nor on which to l o c a t e p h i l a t e l i c 
m a t e r i a l . C e r t a i n l y many can q u a l i f y ; who w i l l v o l u n t e e r ? 

I e a g e r l y awai t your responses to these two r e q u e s t s . 

OLYMPIANA 

P i e r r e de Couber t ln f i r s t proposed a r e v i v a l of the a n c i e n t Olympic Games i n 1892, 
but success was not a t t a i n e d u n t i l 1896 when the f i r s t modern Olympic Games were held In 
Greece. 

Spor t s P h i l a t e l i s t s I n t e r n a t i o n a l has a comparable problem. I t has been aware of the 
g r e a t need f o r an "Olympiana" column i n our "Journa l of Spor ts P h i l a t e l y " ; bu t , u n l i k e de 
C o u b e r t l n ' s e f f o r t s , success has been minimal . We have had e x c e l l e n t a r t i c l e s and t i d b i t s 
from knowledgeable I n d i v i d u a l s , but they have been too few and f a r between. De Couber t ln 
solved h i s problem and our problem i s so lvab l e t o o . The column can be s u c c e s s f u l , f o r I t . 
has popular i n t e r e s t and a wea l th of m a t e r i a l ; but we must convince the members t h a t each 
must do something toward I t s s u c c e s s - - n o t Jus t " l e t Joe do i t " . 

Pas t e f f o r t s have not been e n t i r e l y In v a i n ; but too l i t t l e time has been, and can 
be , g iven to t h i s p r o j e c t because of the t o t a l work-load of our e d i t o r . I t I s neces sa ry 
t h a t he have the he lp of a compi ler who w i l l take over the p r o j e c t comple te ly and develop 
I t a s a s e p a r a t e e n t i t y wi th the hope of b u i l d i n g i t i n t o a r e g u l a r monthly column. 

To promote i n t e r e s t i n a r e v i v a l of t h i s very neces sa ry p a r t of "JSP" and to keep 
a l i v e the i n t e r e s t of those members who c o l l e c t only Olympic m a t e r i a l , I have o f fe red to 
a c t as a " g i r l F r i d a y " . I w i l l e d i t and do any o t h e r neces sa ry work on a l l m a t e r i a l sen t 
to me. Such m a t e r i a l can be sen t "rough" I f compiled s u f f i c i e n t l y to a l low me to f i n i s h 
I t wi thout change of c o n t e x t . 

There a re many avenues of i n t e r e s t which can be pursued wi th your h e l p . My f i r s t 
need i s s u g g e s t i o n s a s to what I s most wan t ed—spec i a l i z ed c h e c k - l i s t s , a r t i c l e s on the 
h i s t o r y of the Games, m a t e r i a l on p a r t i c u l a r Games, e t c . ; J u s t l e t me know what you want 
and, by hook or crook, I w i l l t r y to d ig i t up f o r "JSP". Then I s h a l l need m a t e r i a l f o r 
p u b l i c a t i o n — l o n g a r t i c l e s , s h o r t a r t i c l e s , and l i t t l e no tes of I n t e r e s t . And i t must 
come i n a s teady f low. The s u r v i v a l of t h i s column can be assured only by p a r t i c i p a t i o n ; 
i t i s hoped t h a t t h i s new e f f o r t w i l l prove p roduc t ive and Informat ive and thus genera te 
the I n t e r e s t to keep i t go ing . 

To s t a r t the b a l l r o l l i n g , I w i l l send to each c o o p e r a t i n g member a s e a l i s sued by 
the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Olympic Committee i n honor of the one hundredth anniversary of de Cou­
b e r t l n ' s b i r t h . The s e a l i s i n gold and s i l v e r and would work n i c e l y i n t o a w r i t e - u p wi th 
the 1894 s e a l . I r ece ived them from the I . O . C . and w i l l be glad to d i s t r i b u t e them as 
long as the supply l a s t s . The only requi rement i s t h a t the member o f f e r to p a r t i c i p a t e i n 
"Olympiana" wi th m a t e r i a l and /o r s u g g e s t i o n s .
