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INTERNATIONAL REGULATIONS FOR THEMATIC, PURPOSE-OP-ISSUE, AND SUBJECT COLLECTIONS 

Commission Thematique de la Federation International de Philatelle 

Article 1 

In order to be accepted at International Exhibitions held under the patronage of 
P.I.P. and at Exhibitions held under the patronage of National Federations affiliated to 
the F.I.P., all collections based on the subject of the stamp and all philatelic items in­
cluded in them must fall Into one of the following categories: 

1. Thematic Collections as defined in Article 2 
2. Purpose-of-Issue Collections as defined in Article 3 
3. Subject Collections as defined in Article 4 

Article 2 

A Thematic Collection is a collection based on a definite plan. A thematic collec­
tion develops a theme, tells a story, or illustrates a leading idea by stamps and other 
philatelic items. Of necessity, such a collection is supplemented by explanatory texts. 

All thematic collections must be accompanied by an expose of the theme and by a de­
tailed plan (not more than two album pages), indicating the number of album pages for 
each sub-division. 

Article 3 

A Purpose -o f - I s sue C o l l e c t i o n i s a c o l l e c t i o n based on the purpose of the I s sue of 
the stamps and p h i l a t e l i c i tems which compose i t . I t c o n s i s t s of a s t r a i g h t f o r w a r d j u x t a ­
p o s i t i o n of stamps and p h i l a t e l i c i t e m s , l i nked by the purpose f o r which they were i s s u e d . 
In a p u r p o s e - o f - i s s u e c o l l e c t i o n the i tems are s e t out by c o u n t r i e s or i n ch rono log ica l 
o rde r of i s s u e .

A r t i c l e 4 

A Subject Collection is a collection based on the subject which appears on the stamp. 
It consists of a straightforward juxtaposition of stamps and other philatelic items linked 
by the subject represented on them. 

The following are considered as subject collections: 

1. A collection in which the items are set out by countries or in chronological 
order of issue. 

2. A collection limited to a single subject and which, by the way it is present­
ed, is similar to a general collection. 

Apart from titles, explanatory notes are not necessarily required for a subject col­
lection. 

Article 5 

Postage stamps must constitute the principal and dominant element of all such collec­
tions. 

Stamps must be authentic. 

In consequence, such a collection must not contain illuminated designs and non-phila­
telic items such as photographs, pictures, newspaper and magazine cuttings, etc. 

Article 6 

It is desirable that used stamps should bear legible and clean cancellations, masking 
as little as possible the subject piotured on the stampB. 

It is advisable not to mix mint and used stamps. 

Article 7 

The development of the basic plan and a knowledge of the central theme must appear 
clearly in every thematic collection. It is recommended that the explanatory texts accom­
panying a thematic collection should be kept to the absolute minimum. 

Article 8 

The thematic collections, purpose-of-issue collections, and subject collections will 
be Judged by a Jury composed exclusively of specialists in such collections. 

Article 9 

The following criteria shall be applied by the Jury to the marking of thematic col­
lections, purpose-of-issue collections, and subject collections: 

1. Presentation:

2 . Theme—purpose-of - i s sue—subjec t : 

a . Development of the c o l l e c t i o n 25 

b . Extent of the c o l l e c t i o n 15 

c . O r i g i n a l i t y of the theme 15 55

a . P h i l a t e l i c knowledge 10 

b . General c o n d i t i o n and r a r i t y of stamps and p h i l a - 20 30

The shape and size of the prizes (medals or equivalent) to be awarded to such collec­
tions shall be the same as those provided for other classes.

Sure ly you have no t i ced how many o r g a n i z a t i o n s — f i r s t the American P h i l a t e l i c Soc i e ­
t y , then the Federa t ion I n t e r n a t i o n a l de P h i l a t e l i e , and now the American P h i l a t e l i c S o c i ­
e ty aga ln - -have made s e r i o u s e f f o r t s to a s s e s s the f ree flow of the p r i n t i n g p r e s s e s i n an 
e f f o r t t o he lp us p r o t e c t o u r s e l v e s and our hobby. The newest e f f o r t i s desc r ibed In the 
" S e r v i c e s " column In t h i s i s s u e . You must a l s o have no t i ced t h a t i t I s the t o p i c a l c o l ­
l e c t o r who a t t r a c t s the s p e c i a l i z e d a t t e n t i o n of the e n t r e p r e n e u r . And you must have ob ­
served how much we s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r s ge t t aken , perhaps more c o n s i s t e n t l y than any o t h e r 
t o p i c a l group over the y e a r s — i f we l e t o u r s e l v e s be s u c k e r s . 

Many t imes over my per iod of c lose a s s o c i a t i o n wi th s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r s In the defunct 
Spor t s Unit and i n SPI, I have gr ieved over the apparen t l a ck of i n t e r e s t among the mem­
bers i n the t h i n g s which v i t a l l y a f f e c t our s p e c i a l t y . Severa l t imes I have a t tempted to 
sample member r e a c t i o n ; I have given up t r y i n g s ince r a r e l y has t h e r e been any measurable 
r e s p o n s e . A l e t t e r comes In now and t h e n , exp res s ing an I n d i v i d u a l ' s f e e l i n g on some s p e ­
c i f i c m a t t e r , but never has t he r e been any major r e a c t i o n on the Impor tant t h i n g s . How 
does the membership f e e l ? I d o n ' t know a f t e r seven y e a r s . 

I t has been sa id to me upon occas ion t h a t s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r s a re the most s e l f i s h of 
a l l t o p i c a l c o l l e c t o r s , t h a t they a re I n t e r e s t e d only i n themselves and t h e i r own c o l l e c ­
t i o n s , t h a t they c o u l d n ' t care l e s s about o t h e r s p o r t s c o l l e c t o r s u n l e s s they have the o p ­
p o r t u n i t y to meet o t h e r s f a c e - t o - f a c e . Sometimes In the pa s t yea r s I have agreed whole­
h e a r t e d l y wi th those s t a t e m e n t s . 

As they say In the Navy, now hear t h i s . In the January , 1967, I s sue of our p e r i o d i ­
c a l was a p rovoca t ive l i t t l e p iece e n t i t l e d "A New Yea r ' s R e s o l u t i o n " . In case you had­
n ' t r e a l i z e d , I t was my pe r sona l p r o d u c t i o n . I be l ieved then what I wrote and I b e l i e v e 
i t now. Fur thermore , I am proud to say t h a t I have not broken my r e s o l u t i o n . But the 
po in t i s t h a t , s u r p r i s i n g l y enough and ye t not so s u r p r i s i n g l y , only one member has men­
t ioned t h a t a r t i c l e to me. One has to agree or d i s a g r e e , but I wouldn ' t know which from 
the r e a c t i o n . 

Now what am I to t h i n k of t h i s l a c k of response? Don' t you be l i eve t h a t these t h i n g s 
a re Impor tan t? A r e n ' t you concerned about the f lood which i s Inunda t ing us? Are you too 
l a zy to take the time to give voice to your v iews . Or a r e you j u s t too s e l f i s h to care so 
long as you have the money to I n v e s t and the market f o r s p o r t s m a t e r i a l keeps going up? 

OLYMPIANA

A Spor ts C o l l e c t o r V i s i t s Olympia

Two of my reasons fo r v i s i t i n g Greece i n October 1965 were: F i r s t , to see fo r myself 
the p lace In which the a n c i e n t Olympic Games or ig ina ted—Olympia i n the Peloponnesus 
( then a p e n i n s u l a , now an I s l a n d ) ; and second, to l o c a t e the monument I n which the h e a r t 
of Baron P i e r r e de Couber t ln i s e n s h r i n e d . To accomplish my purpose I jo ined a four-day 
bus t o u r out of Athens . 

The f i r s t day took us to Delphi (Sco t t 653 & 703) famous as the s i t e of the Oracle of 
Py th ian Apol lo , which reached I t s p innac le In the XI Century B.C. On the wel l preserved 
foundat ion of the temple of Apollo s tand remnants of i t s once impress ive columns. Above 
on the s lope i s the stadium where the Py th ian Games were c e l e b r a t e d In honor of A p o l l o ' s 
v i c t o r y over the l egendary monster Python. These games as wel l as the Oracle of Delphi 
were abo l i shed i n 393 A.D. by Emperor Theodoslus . The o r i g i n a l l i f e - s i z e bronze s c u l p t u r e 
(c 1470 B.C.) of the famous c h a r i o t e e r of Delphi i s on d i s p l a y In t h* museum the re (Greece 
562 & 635) . 

Soon a f t e r a p l e a s a n t two-hour boat t r i p a c r o s s the Gulf of Cor in th we a r r i v e d a t 
Olympia, where I immediately l e f t the r e s t of the t o u r group i n o rde r to spend as much 
time as p o s s i b l e a t the ex t ens ive a r e a connected wi th the Ancient Games. This d e c i s i o n 
proved wise , as the r e s t of the t o u r a r r i v e d Jus t before sunse t—too l a t e fo r photography 
and c e r t a i n l y much too l a t e f o r e x p l o r a t i o n of the many r u i n s . 

I t was, Indeed, obvious t h a t Emperor Theodoslus I I meant bus ines s when he ordered a l l 
temples and the e n t i r e f a c i l i t y l e v e l e d to the ground, fo r t h a t I s e x a c t l y the s t a t e i n 
which a l l the s t r u c t u r e s a re found today . La te r the Goths gave a f i n i s h i n g s t roke by s e t ­
t i n g f i r e to the remains of the g r e a t and e l a b o r a t e Temple of Zeus . The elements of na tu re 
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completed the destructive work of man; earthquakes, erosion on Mt. Kronion, and floods of 
the river Kladeos buries Olympia. A magnificent job of excavation, which is still In 
progress, has uncovered much of the ruins so that the foundation and outline of the struc­
tures are now very much in evidence, as stumps of columns have been returned to their 
original bases. 

The first ruins encountered after entering the area are identified with the gymnasium 
a long narrow rectangle, in which the athletes trained prior to the Games. Farthest to the 
East lies the stadium, where the Ancient Games took place. It consists of a flat hard-sur­
faced rectangle 200 yards long and 33 yards wide. The sloped sides and ends surrounding 
the stadium accommodated approximately 40,000 spectators. At the entrance to the stadium 
stood the altar of Zeus. 

Although today only the huge architectural outlines of the structures, fallen to the 
ground and the few columns which stand amidst the ruins bear witness to the ancient glory, 
they help us picture the original grandeur of the sanctuary named Altls—considered the 
holiest place In all of Greece. 

A few of the more important buildings here are of Interest. Located in the center of 
the area was the most elaborate, if not the most important, of these, the Zeus Temple (5th 
Century B.C.) with its enormous columns--7 to 8 feet in diameter. Magnificant friezes 
depicting Apollo once embellished the temple (Greece 812). Others were the Palaistra (3rd 
Century B.C.) and the early Christian basilica (5th Century A.D.) build on the foundation 
of an ancient palace of 1000 years earlier. The palace is believed to be the site of 
Phidias' workshop. 

Phidias is recognized as the most famous sculptor of ancient times (5th Century B.C.) 
His outstanding works were executed In gold and ivory. In Athens he created the 41-foot 
tall Pallas Athene for the Parthenon. The nude parts of her body were of Ivory, her hair, 
dress and armor were of gold; the eyes were precious stones. For the Zeus Temple in Oly­
mpia Phidias created one of the seven wonders of the ancient world, the Olympian god Zeus, 
seated on a magnificent throne. Both were destroyed or disappeared before the time of 
Christ. 

The Temple of Hera (7th Century B. C.) was the home of the statue of Hermes by Praxi­
teles (Greece 126, Crete 96, Netherlands 208, and France 20105—official stamps); adjacent 
were the Exedra of Herodus Atticus (2nd Century A. D.) and innumerable other buildings for 
sports. Against the hillside, near the temple, there were 12 treasuries. A large Roman 
house, believed to be the residence of the Emperor Nero, Is presently being excavated and 
restored. 

It has often been published that Baron de Coubertln wished to be buried in Greece be­
neath the Olympic Stadium (but never, to my knowledge, whether the one In Athens or in 
Olympia). For legal reasons his wish could not be carried out. I have read that Couber­
tln 's heart was enshrined in a green stone resting beneath the stadium in Olympia or over­
looking the stadium. Neither is the case. 

During my exploration of the area I was, of course, looking for a marker or some 
indication, but found none. Upon departing I inquired about the location and was informed 
that the Coubertln monument was on the highway east of the stadium. I started walking in 
the given direction along the highway which curved strongly to the left. After what seemed 
a very long walk, the stadium was completely out of sight, and I was about to give UP, 
when a white marble monument appeared about 1000 feet off the highway to the left. This 
was indeed the resting place of the heart of Baron de Coubertln, although It appeared to 
be a monument to an ancient Greek. The Greek and French inscriptions cut in the white 
marble base, no doubt had been properly filled at one time: "ICI REPOSE LE COUER DU BARON 
PIERRE DE COUVERTIN" ("Here rest the heart of Baron Pierre de Coubertln"). 

It was a long walk back to my hotel and, after all my wandering around in the area, I 
was dragging my feet; a Greek farmer on his way home from the field passing me astride his 
donkey immediately dismounted and offered me a ride back to town, which I accepted. This 
was typical of the graclousness we encountered on several occasions In Greece. 

The experience at Olympia had, indeed, been most rewarding. This I would not have 
missed; to every traveler who visits Greece, I recommend it. 

It was not my good fortune to be able to view the fabulous philatelic collections 
from the I896 Olympics displayed In the home of Mr. G. Papestefanou at Olympia, as he had 
already closed for the winter and taken up residence in Athens. 

Those who will be visiting EZPO '67 In Montreal, Canada, may be more fortunate, as I 
understand the collection will be on exhibit there. 
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Case 10: The Case of Assorted Sizes

Most human beings are creatures of orderly habit. We prefer logic to confusion, and 
like to think that basically events are the result of some time of reason, not merely the 
happenings of random chance. "A place for everything and everything in its place" Is a 
saying that fits the philosophy of most people, especially stamp collectors. I suppose 
that this is why some of the sports stamps of Romania "bother" me, in the sense that I 
cannot find the reasons for their formats. 

Like many collectors, I collect souvenir sheets if they are available. In the case 
of some countries, such as Japan and, more recently, Poland, I collect full sheets since 
they are issued in a size small enough to be considered souvenir sheets. "Souvenir sheet" 
Implies a special issuance, different from the regular Issue. However, if you notice ads 
and auction catalogues, you will frequently see references to "souvenir sheets" whereas 
the stamp was issued only in this one fashion. 

For a period of about five years most of the major stamps of Romania were issued in 
sheet sizes small enough to be considered souvenir sheets. But I cannot find either rhyme 
or reason for the varying sizes used for each issue. Do we have a specialist in Romania 
who can explain the "assorted sizes" that occur during this period? 

Let's look at the main sports issues of these years. Beginning In 1945 we have a set 
of five stamps, both perforate and imperforate, Issued for the benefit of sports organiza­
tions (B279-88). These were issued in sheets of nine (3x3) with top marginal Inscrip­
tions. Also Issued was B289 for the same purpose. But this stamp, one of the largest of 
all sports stamps, was Issued in a format of 10 x 4, containing thirty stamps and ten 
tabs. (Incidentally, pick up any copies with tabs which you can find.) 

Then in 1946 a youth series was issued. One stamp, B333, was In honor of national 
sports and depicts hurdlers in action. These were Issued in sheets of four (2x2) with 
the top inscriptions extending down Into the sides. Later in 1946 we find still another 
issue for the Office of Popular Sports Organizations. These (628-31 and B340) are both 
perforate and imperforate, and were issued in sheets of sixteen (4 x 4) with marginal in­
scriptions on all four sides. At the 3ame time two airmail stamps were issued as part of 
the set. But these (C26 and CB6) were not issued in separate sheets, but se-tenantl As 
if this were not enough, two different versions were printed—one with the red stamp (C26) 
in the corners and with red Inscriptions and one with the blue stamp (CB6) In the corners 
and with blue Inscriptions. Also In 1946 (1947 according to "Scott") another large stamp 
(CB8) for the popular sports organizations was issued. This was an imperforate sheet of 
four (2 x 2) with no marginal markings. 

For the Balkan Games of 1947 two of the stamps showed a plane over a stadium. One of 
them, CB13, was issued perforate in sheets of sixteen ( 4 x 4 ) . The other, CB14, was Is­
sued only Imperforate in sheets of four ( 2 x 2 ) . The note in "Scott's" Is misleading as 
many people think that the note applied to CB13 as well as CB14, which it does not. Also 
the only marginal Inscription is "1947" at the bottom. There Is no inscription on BC13-

In 1948 another set for the Office of Popular Sports was issued. This set (B421-24) 
was issued both perforate and imperforate in sheets of four (2x2) with marginal designs 
at top and "1948" at the bottom. (Later, In 1951, a bicycle tour stamp was issued tete-
beche, but this should be an article of its ownl) 

Thus, from 1945 to 1948, we find sheets of four, nine, sixteen, thirty (or forty, if 
you wish to call the tab part of the sheet); se-tenant sheets and the same sheets in re­
versed format; perforates and imperforates; marginal inscriptions and no Inscriptions. 
There seems to be no reason in this "madness", but stamp collectors cannot be like the 
"gallant four hundred" of Tennyson. "Thelr's not to reason why..." may apply to the Light 
Brigade, but sports philatelists are not inclined to accept things without question. 
Therefore, would someone please help straighten out this "Case of Assorted Sizes"?
