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Historical observances such as the Bicentennial celebration are designed to remind us
of our heritage. The result, according to theories on the subject, should be a massive
effort to preserve or recapture some of the best features of the past. Whether or not the
Bicentennial will have the desired effect on American society remains to be seen, but
there is evidence that it is working on at least one front.

When Federal agencies were asked several years ago to begin devising special programs
for our 200th anniversary, the President’s Council on Physical Fitness and Sports decided
on an intensive campaign to increase adult participation in sport. Special advertising
materials were developed, and cooperative projects involving sport governing bodies and
private business were launched. The idea was that we would recapture some of our tra-
ditional energy and strength by engaging in vigorous physical exercise.

Americans obviously are responding to this idea. The number of joggers and cyclists
one encounters, the fantastic growth of tennis, skiing and other sports, and the tremendous
market for exercise attire and equipment of various kinds all indicate there is a genuine
physical fitness revival in progress in this country.

Many of our newly-energetic citizens are wearing the Presidential Sports Award emblem,
which is becoming recognized as the badge (there’s also a pin and a certificate) of the
participatory sports enthusiast. You don’t have to be expert in your favorite sport to earn
the Presidential Award, but you do have to participate approximately three times a week
(requirements vary slightly for some sports) over a period of four months. In other words,
you have to make a commitment to physical activity.

We think the Award is an excellent idea and hope the end of the Bicentennial year will
find several million Americans wearing it. Anyone aged 15 years or older can get a free
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personal log book and qualifying standards for all 43 Award sports simply by writing to:
Presidential Sports Award, P. O. Box 129, Radio City Station, New York, NY 10019. Upon
fulfillment of the qualifying requirements and submiss.ion of a $3.00 check or money order
(this program doesn’t use tax monies), you will receive your Presidential Sports Award.
Our enthusiasm for this program doesn’t stem exclusively from our vested interest in
sport. After 200 years, we think it’s about time Americans realized that sport can make
significant contributions to our physical and emotional health, and to our enjoyment and

appreciation of life.

What better birthday present could we give ourselves than a trim, fit

citizenry filled with spirit of adventure which once was so closely identified with this

country?

WHY MARCH N STEP?

by Kenneth A. Wood

The following Guest Editorial is reprinted from Western Stamp Collector.
Is competitive exhibiting strangling topical collecting with its rules?

Does not the regimentation which is required to easily judge one topical exhibit against
ancther tend towards an undesirable conformity, and is this not defeating the very purpose
of this branch of philately?

We are inclined to think it is. One of the most important aspects of topical collecting is
the expression of individuality it permits the collector; here he has complete freedom, and
he can develop his chosen theme in any way he deems fit.

The only criterion for judging a topical exhibit should be how well the exhibitor has done
what he set out to do, and the only requirement should be that he tell the judges, by means
of an introduc tory page, just what that was.

Once he has done this he should be completely free, and the standards of traditional
philately must be left behind. Here the emphasis should be on an imaginative expression
of ideas through the medium of the postage stamp.

It may be held that this permissive attitude will lead to presentations considered undesir-
able, such as the inclusion of a reasonable amount of related material, or horror upon horror,
related artwork!

And why not? Why should this form of collecting be forced into a steroty ped formula
when it comes to be exhibited?

There is one excellent reason why it should not. It is a farm of collecting which prob-
ably attracts mare new blood into our hobby than any other; new blood which, as a result
of this initial exposure, often develops other philatelic interests.

This introduction often takes place at stamp shows, where non-collectar interest is al-
most exclusively directed at the topical exhibits.

One of the most pointless and foolish rulings we have encountered is that which states
that a topical exhibit MUST consist of the stamps of more than one country or else it will
be thrown into the single country section and judged against traditional presentations.

The asininity of this contention is made obvious by the fact that the format rather than
the content determines whether a display is a topical collection or not. The use of a
country’s stamps to tell its history by means of the subjects depicted on those stamps can
be classed as nothing other than a topical collection.

Introduce confarmity and attempt to enforce rules such as this and fun is left in topical
exhibiting? Much of the delight and entertainment derived by non-collecting visitars to
stamp shows will vanish along with potential recruits to the hobby —recruits which are
badly needed if it is to continue to grow and prosper.

A SCURCE CF SUFFLY - by Sherwin Podolsky, Associate kditor ----cecece----

SPI readers who can manare with relatively simple German may find the
almost monthlv cataloz of Otto Volk indispensable for collecting
Olvmoic Games, World Soccer Champlionships and Soot topicals. The Cat-
aloes are rich not only in the basic sets but also postal history,
picture postcards, and vienettes. The cataloz also serves as a basis
for tradine among many collectors because it is so comprehensive. Al-
thourh no illustrations are provided, the descriptions are usually
ample. The 1listings arranged hy Olympiad are strongest in Games held
in Germanv 1034 andi Munich 1972. Listinegs chanre from month to month
and not every Olymoiad is listed every month. The current edition for
Sentember, 197f has 59 pases of material 1listed and priced through the
Canada 197 Olympics. Although there is no price indicated for the
cataloe, it 1s sugrested that sending a one dollar bill should bring
vou a cooy bv air maill., There is always some rare material offered
hut apparentlv no certificates of esenuineness accompany. Readers
should exercise arprooriate caution.

Announced last vear in JSF, this hoo% was finally ovublished in Septem-
her, 107 and what a fantastic boo¥ 1t is! It is THE definitive ref-
erence on Clvmpic material from 1834 throueh 1944. It is impossible
to convev here the true depth and hreadth of coverace, Instead of a
Tahle of Contents, there i1s a well organized classification scheme in
outltne form. This classification has been applied to matertal for
each Clvmpiad. Tt is thus nossible to use Volk's numbers as catalos
nurmhers for the most minute variety. 4

Of varieties, there are plenty--such as orisinal desiegns, essays,
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proofs, perforation, watermarks, paper, gum, revenues, postal station-
ery, postcards, postmarks and meters, and much more. There is infor-
mation on quantities issued, sheet detaills, plate numbers, forseries
and their characteristics, cachets (including rubberstamps), Olympic
committee stationery and covers. There is a vast amount of material
11lustrated, much never shown before. Forgeries mentioned include the
stamos, overnrints and special postmarks.

The strernzth of Volk's work is in the European material. Only 10 pages
are devoted to the 1932 Olympics in the USA. SPI's handbhook on the
1932 Olvmpics has over 200 vages. Thus the two books would be comple-
mentarv,

There are no valuations but comments on scarcity or rarity are ziven in
occasional narrative explanations. Language should be a minimal prob-
lem if one has a Michel catalosg which has German-English translations
of kev philatelic works.

What are some of thes surprises (to me, at least) in this book? They
include: 1R9A 2 drachma on postal card proofs; three colors of the
1894 Olympic Committee cachet; the souvenir postcard for 1904 St. Louis
3 varieties of each of the three 1906 special cancels; i1llustrations of
many vostcards and vignettes never seen before; cover of First Olympic
Winter Games, Chamonix 1924 with svecial cancel; watermark and perfor-
ation varieties of the 1925 Czech Qlvmpic Congress stamps; varieties of
cacheted postal cards for the 1928 Amsterdam Games; detalls on the 1936
7epvelin Olvmpic flight; the variety of rubberstamp cachets for 1936
Berlin Games; unissued designs for 1940 Gerrany Winter Games; 1940
Clvmpic Committee covers; unissued designs for the 1940 Finland Games;
varieties of the Finland 1940 slosan cancel.

The shortcomings of this hook are minimal. The 1940 Haiti de Coubertin
semj-nostals are oritted, For some reason, the author abandoned his
classification scheme for the 1944 Polish Concentration Camp Olympic
material, relvineg instead on considerable narration and profuse 11lus-
trations. There 1s no mention that the 190A special cancellation
Aevices are in private hanis ani have been applied to unused commemor-
ative picture nostcards left over from that time. Thus the postmarks
and the cards are cenuine but the articles were created only recently.
This »ook should be in the library of every Clympic and sports collec
o o
