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THE 1896 OLYMPIC GAMES CANCELLATIONS

Anyone who co l lec t s Olympic stamps should not only have an interest in the 
first Olympic i s sue from Greece but should also experience the thrill of trying to 
assemble a col lect ion of Firs t Day cancel la t ions of this i ssue . 

A Decree-Law published in the Official Gazet te No. 33 of August 10-12 , 1895 
authorized the i s sue of these 12 stamps and set their " a b s o l u t e " value as 
approximately 200,000 drachmas. The Fi rs t Day of i s sue was officially was 
March 25, 1896. 

At the time of i s sue of these Olympic stamps, there were two Central Pos t 
Offices in Athens and 8 known branch offices, with strong evidence pointing to 
a No. 9 which however, has never been seen on an authentic cancel led cover; 
but most authori t ies feel that it will eventually appear probably from some remote 
and/or unknown collect ion. 
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The photograph shows the 2 Central Pos t Office cancel la t ions in the top row, 
and the branch P . O. cancel la t ions in the other 2 rows. The photograph is the 
actual s ize of the cancel la t ions . 

The 8 branch cancel la t ions come with either the Greek word Proine (/7) meaning 
AM in the cancel lat ion or the word Esprerini ( £ ) meaning PM. No. 8 cancel lat ion 
can come with the year either above or below the hour. Nos. 3, 6 & 7 cancel la t ions 
are by far, the eas i e s t and most common; and one should not experience any prob­
lems in obtaining them for their collection. We would like to see all you Olympic 
buffs try and assemble, first; a collection of the 10 different cancel la t ions . Then 
go for the "b ig one"—try and assemble a collection of all 10 cancel la t ions with 
each cancel la t ion on each of the 12 stamps. That would give you 120 cance l s . 
Keep me posted on how you do. 

Leas t you forget, there will be no first day cancel la t ions from OLYMPIA as 
this post office was not opened until Sept. 15, 1899.
