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RUSSIAN OLYM PIC P O S T A L S T A T I O N E R Y 
by Joe Schirmer 

To date, the Russ ian Pos t a l authori t ies have issued 31 p ieces of Olympic 
stat ionery for the coming Games in the summer of 1980- There are 6 — 1 5 kopect 
pos ta l cards ; 15 — 4 kopeck envelopes and 11 — 6 kopeck airmail envelopes. 

While th is i s not really an overwhelming amount when one considers the usual 
stamp issu ing pol ic ies of the USSR, we would like to advise you now—get these 
items for your collect ion before it i s too la te . 

This s tat ionery was not on sa le at the Russ ian Phi la te l ic Agency, and col lect -
were not permitted to send any quanti t ies aboard. While most Russ ian col lec tors 
are able to obtain these cards and envelopes , they are not finding their way out­
side like most col lec tors would like it to be. 

Fortunately, a friend has sent me a complete set thru the mail all properly 
registered and another friend sent me a complete set . I did not question on how 
they were able to accomplish this . 

It i s bes t if you Olympic stationery col lec tors who want this material get busy 
and search out some dealers or try a foreign friend.

S P O R T S ON T O K E L A U STAMPS by Brian Vincent •—-~—' ~ 

On Nov. 2, 1979, Tokelau i ssued four s tamps featuring sports - thus continuing 
the sports theme begun las t year when four s tamps we a issued on Nov. 8, 1978 
depict ing canoe racing. This new set features cricket and rugby and is designed 
by Faraimo Paulo. 

Two stamps feature cricket - the 15$ shows " B o w l i n g " and the 30$ shows 
" B a t t i n g " . 

In Tokelauen cricket , the first team s tays " i n " until all i ts players (sometimes 
there are up to 150-a-side) have had a turn, with the aim of achieving an unbeat­
able number of runs. The second team to bat can win as soon as it exceeds the 
first t eam's runs, which may be before the whole team has batted; so then another 
game may be started. Instead of the conventional hard cricket ball , soft rubber 
ba l l s are imported from Somoa. 

The remaining two stamps in this set feature rugby - the 10$ shows "goa l 
k i c k i n g " and the 20$ shows " p a s s i n g the b a l l " . 

Although older Toke lauen ' s played a kind of informal rugby, barefoot in the 
sand, the younger men have returned from an education in New Zealand with that 
country 's rugby sk i l l s and tradit ions. For the pas t two years the three Tokelau 
Is lands have been competing for the Tokelau Shield.

SIGN DP A NEW MEMBER TODAY! 
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T H E F I R S T OLYMPIC C C V E R F L O O D 
by Joe Schirmer 

We have been wondering when it would come forth, but the first of the flood of 
covers and cache ts for the coming Winter Olympic Games has been announced by 
Woody Cole, Director of Olympic Phi la te l ic Programs. Mr. Cole said the potouri 
of cacheted covers would be available to the world 's stamp col lectors between 
Jan. 28th and Feb. 24, 1980. 

These covers sponsored by the National Fine Arts Committee of the Lake 
Placid Olympic Committee will consis t of 18 commemorative covers, all two-
color lithographed showing various aspec t s of the Winter Olympic Games and will 
be printed by Artmaster of Louisvi l le , Kentucky. Cole credi ts the cachet des igns 
to advanced students of design at the School of Visual Arts in New York. 

It was also announced that along with these commemorative envelopes a FDC 
will a lso be made avai lable . This stationery will be available at various phil­
atel ic booths which will be setup at Lake Placid, Mr. Cole also stated that a 
hard-bound book costing the nominal sum somewhere under $45 will be available 
and will contain all the covers, stamps and postmarks. This volume is being de­
dicated to the late Ron MacKenzie, former postmaster of Lake Placid and presi­
dent of the LPOOC. 

Our US Posta l Service have also announced they will i s sue nine (9) pictorial 
cancel la t ions to be imprinted on these covers. The proposed covers will feature 
not only the various competitive Olympic sports but also the Olympic Ceremonies, 
opening of the Ath le te ' s Village and ecumenical rel igious se rv ices . 

No cos t s have been stated at this time for the 18 covers and the FDC, nor has 
any address been given as to how col lectors may obtain same. I would have to 
surmise that this information will be re leased in a later LPOOC bulletin. 

Mr. Cole did mention that th is stationery ser ies is being previewed at a Nat­
ional Fine Arts philatel ic s a l e s booth in Lake Placid Ice Center between 20—23 
Sept. 1979-

A question or two regarding this information...I received my p ress notice on 
Sept. 21st having been mailed on Sept. 18th. Now I wonder how other col lectors 
who just happened NOT to be in Lake Placid between Sept. 20—23 is going to 
order their covers. I also wonder how many philatel ic per iodicals , if any, that 
received this p ress notice as late as I have. This i s LPOOC P r e s s Release No. 
117 dated Sept. 18. 

(Editor 's Note: This art icle is being typed in late Oct. and I s t i l l have not seen 
any information whatsoever on these covers or cance l s . As a matter of fact, 
your editor of JSP is not even on the LPOOC mailing list for publicity! This i s 
the first time that a country has the Olympics and never puts out any publicity 
or information to the phi latel ic press . Oh well, it seems like real big bucks are 
involved with the upcoming games and we sports col lectors are small potatos.) 

It would seem to me that with such a late press re lease , the National Fine Arts 
Committee is not too interested in having these covers and cancel la t ions avail­
able to ALL col lectors who desire them. As this is written, I have seen nothing 
pertaining to these covers in any other philatel ic periodicals or the regular press 
media. . .and we can wonder but why???? 
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While it i s definitely known that the Olympic Committee headed by Mr. Cole 
p lans to have an Olympic stamp exhibition, which will not be held in Lake Plac id 
but in a nearby town, specific data concerning this exhibition is rather minimal 
and scarce . It would seem that with such an important event as the Winter Olympic 
Games, there would be much more timely publicity. 

But in ba s i c real i ty, none of this really surpr ises me, as in the pas t the people 
concerned with organizing the Olympic Games here in the U.S. have usually re­
legated philately to a very poor back seat in their plans . A quick check of phil­
atelic materials i s sued and publicized in the pas t will certainly reveal the hones­
ty of this statement. 

And so, we topical col lectors along with our FDC and cance l la t ions col lectors 
will jus t have to s i t back and wait until the L a k e P lac id Olympic people decide 
to re lease further information—and we hope that it will be real soon.
