I would like Leslie and Myrtis to have a file of SPI members willing
to serve, assist in the chosen endeavors. People who can write
articles, do research, write letters as required, and who have

access to good typewriters and word processors are needed. If you
are particularly active in any sports organization with a journal,

you are especially wanted! If you are near the US Olympic Committee
in Colorado Springs, you may be most instrumental in helping establish
liaison between the USOC and SPI.

THE HOST MACHINE CANCEL

On June 1, 1984, the US Postal service initiated a machine

cancel with a slogan pictorial box incorporating the front of

the Coliseum with flaming torch at top and the words: HOST/1932 198&/
OLYMPICS.

‘ The postmark dial at the left showed LOS ANGELES, CA 900 and time .
and date. Also included was a hub machine number at about 4 o'clock
in the dial. The dial was a single circle and later a double-circle
hand cancellation variant appeared to satisfy conditien-conscious
collectors and reduce problems of machine damage.

Nevertheless, it is the machine type, single-circle cancellation
that offers the most challenge and interest. This 1s:because it was
applied mainly on commercial mail and quality impressions are more
difficult to find. Also, the variety of hub machine numbers offers
opportunity for research.

The following is a 1list of hub numbers I have. It should be noted

that sometimes the numbers are inverted in the
dial.
8A, also inverted

1A, also inverted
13A
13B, also inverted
15A, also inverted

26B, also inverted

The normal position has the number reading in conformity with the
"900" zip code in the dial. The inverted position of the machine
number is inverted in the same relationship.

The machine cancel was supposed to be discontinued on December
31, 1984. However, a cover is known postmarked in January 1985
with the machine slogan cancel.

I would like to see photocopies of covers with varieties of the
cancel not reported.

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EXHIBITION OF SPORT AND OLYMPIC METERS

From Pierangelo Brivio, president of the Sport Unit of Italian
Center of Thematic Philately (CIFT-Gruppo Sport), we learn that
the annual convention of the Sport Unit held at Novra September
15-16, 1984 included a section devoted entirely to sport and
Olympic meters.

It is believed this was the first time an exhibition so specialized
was ever held. It was a "world premiere," based entirely on
meter collections of 7 exhibitors showing more than 300 pages.

The exhibition showed the possibilities for collections devoted
entirely to postage meters or to complement conventional thematic
collections.

The meter section was organized in cooperation with the Italian
Association of Meter Collectors (AICAM) whose secretary is
Nino Barberis, Viale Famagosta 24, 20142 Milano, Italy.

Mr. Brivio reports that the Gruppo Sport plans to organize in
1985 the First Italian Exhibition of Sport and Olympic Meters.
They hope to make an important contribution to the development
of the specialization, enhancing the importance of postal and
philatelic (meter) items that were ignored up to now.

OLYMPIC PHILATELIC SYNDROME

JAMES T.SYKES

I have maintained a graphic summary of ski stamps of the world for years.
The pattern of the last 20 years has given rise to the "Olympic Philate-
lic Syndrome'. Whether the emerging trend in peak and off-peak years
continues is open to question with many more countries now issuing ski
stamps.

Stamps qualifying for the collection must show a skier, ski equipment, a
ski run of the word "ski". 1In other words, they must have a positive/
identifiable link to snow skiing, be it recreational, competitive,
military, or occupational. I have one thousand twenty nine ski stamps
meeting the above criteria which have been catalogue-identified and near-
ly all collected.

It is probable that the "Syndrome'" is fairly typical of sports philate-
lically represented by the Olympics.
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
